SOME THINGS THAT NEED TO BE RESTORED
ISAIAH 30:1-2
INTRODUCTION – As a nation today we recognize Independence Day. In our nation there is a growing concern among many citizens most who are also very religious of the need to restore the values and principles established in our Constitution by our founding fathers.  Many believe the federal government has overreached its constitutional rights by reaching into the personal rights of its citizens as outlined in the Bill of Rights. Before we go any further this sermon is not to try to make some political statement but rather is being used to make us aware just as some see a need to have a restoration of the principles of the Constitution restored there is also a fundamental need on the part of man to return and restore the basic principles that God has revealed to us thru his word.  We need to be careful to not become like Israel – ISA. 30:1-2 – they no longer were willing to take counsel from God. 
The purpose of our lesson is to look and see some things God would like for us to restore.

THINGS THAT NEED TO BE RESTORED – 

I. AUTHORITY OF SCRIPTURES – Did the children of Israel know better?

A. DEUT. 4:1-2 - God told them from the beginning to heed his word.

B. DEUT. 12:32 – Be careful to observe it.  Are we being careful today to worship God as we are instructed by his word?  Do we follow the pattern or do we seek to change it.
C. PROV. 30:6 – It all comes down to a matter of trust.  If we trust God then we will follow his words.  There is a warning given to those who would seek to add to or change his words.

D. HOSEA 4:6 – Sometimes changes are being made to God’s word because people do not have the proper knowledge of what the word of God the truth actually reveals.  Need for personal study, be like the Bereans  - ACTS 17:11
E. 2 JN. 9 – To abide in the doctrine of Christ we must know the doctrine of Christ. 

F. ISA. 30:9-10 – The end result if the word of God is not viewed as authoritative.   There will no longer be any strait forward preaching as the people will desire to hear smooth things. People will desire to hear softer more generic sermons with the attitude of tell us what is right, not what is wrong.

II. TRUTH ABOUT SALVATION – Man say there are many ways to come to God.
A. 2 TIM. 2:10 – Paul tells Timothy that salvation is only in Christ (not Mohammed, Joseph Smith, Martin Luther or John Calvin). This salvation is available to all who are willing to receive it.
B. HEB. 5:8-9 – Salvation is on the terms offered by the Savior. Not on our terms.  We must be willing to hear him and obey him.

C. ACTS 2:36-38, 41 – The question is asked, “What shall we do?”   Peter’s answer by inspiration is just what Jesus had taught – LUKE 13:3, MARK 16:16
D. ACTS 16:26-34 – The question is asked by the Philippian jailor, “What must I do to be saved?”  

E. ACTS 8:34-38 – The Ethiopian Eunuch asks, “What does hinder me from being baptized?”

F. GAL. 3:26-27 – The truth is that if you have not been baptized into Christ you are not a child of God because you have not put on Christ.

III. TRUTH ABOUT THE CHURCH – 

A. MATT. 16:16-18 - Jesus said I will build my church.  If Jesus built it who does it belong to – Christ. Note he said he would build my church (singular) not a plurality of churches but only one that belongs to Christ.

B. ACTS 20:28 – Did Christ build his church? Who purchased the church? This verse says Christ purchased the church with his blood so it belongs to him.

C. ACTS 2:47 – Men today say worship at the church of your choice.  The church is not important only Christ is important.   You cannot separate Christ and the church.   How do we know the church is important?  Because the saved are added to the church?   Which one?   The one Christ promised to build and purchased with his blood.  The one he adds all who are saved to.

D. EPH. 1:20-23 – Christ is the head of the church which is his body.  One head over one body.  Not one head over multiple bodies.
E. 1 COR. 12:12-13 – One body, one head, many members, the saved who were baptized into this one body.   Are you part of this body of which Christ is the head?

 CONCLUSION – 

There are definitely some things that need to be restored.

Do you view the scriptures as our only source of authority?

Have you received the salvation available in Jesus?

Are you a member of the one true church that Jesus built?
