SPIRITUAL MINDEDNESS

ROMANS 8:1-6 – TEXT
INTRODUCTION – As Christians we are to walk after the spirit and not after the flesh, note verses 5-6 in the text; Paul also brings this point to light in his letter to the churches of Galatia – GAL. 5:16,25.
If we choose to walk after the flesh, the results are that we will die spiritually vs. 5-6, but if we take care of spiritual matters in our life we will be able to avoid condemnation vs.1
HOW DO WE BECOME A SPIRITUALLY MINDED PEOPLE?

1. A SPIRITUAL NEW BIRTH – 

a. How does this take place? – JN. 3:1-7 – We can see what Jesus told Nicodemus; Peter explains it further in 1 PET. 1:23 – Born again not of corruptible seed, but incorruptible

b. The mind is changed to take on the divine nature – 2 PET. 1:4 – This changing of our mind prepares for the change that will one day take place – 1 JN. 3:1-2 

c. This newness begins at baptism – ROM. 6:3-4 – Paul puts it this way – 2 COR. 5:17
2. A SPIRITUAL LIFE – 

a. It begins with with denial of self – self crucifixion – GAL. 2:20, GAL. 5:24 and LUKE 9:23 – This is imperative 

b. Spiritual mindedness then becomes our way of life – GAL. 5:25 – How do we walk each day?  What guides us?  ROM. 8:12-14
c. Our righteousness is the result of our spiritual walk – ROM. 8:4 – Walking in the light

3. A SPIRITUAL HOUSE – 

a. A spiritual stone in a spiritual house – 1 PET. 2:5 

b. These spiritual stones collectively form the church - EPH. 2:19-22
c. A spiritual stone is not made up of carnal things – 1 COR. 3:1-11 – ROM. 8:6
4. A SPIRITUAL SUSTENANCE –

a. Christians are led and governed by a spiritual message – GAL. 5:16-18
b. Christians submit to the leading of the word – 1 COR. 2:1-13
c. A Christian’s life must be living evidence of spiritual life – GAL. 5:22-23
5. A SPIRITUAL MIND OFFERS SPIRITUAL SACRIFICES – 

a. As priest in a spiritual house – 1 PET. 2:5
b. The gift of self-sacrifice is required – ROM. 12:1, 1PET. 1:14-19
c. The continual sacrifice of praise – HEB. 13:15, PSA. 50:14
6. ALL SPIRITUAL BLESSINGS ARE OURS – 

a. All spiritual blessings are only in Christ – EPH. 1:3
b. Our lives, our peace is only in Christ – ROM. 5:1-5
c. Our inheritance is only in Christ – ROM. 8:16-18
CONCLUSION – We will have to deal with carnal temporal matters because we live in this world – but we are not to be of this world – 1 JN. 2:15 – Love not the world or the things in the world.

Our mind must be focused however upon the spiritual – MATT. 6:33 – Seek first the kingship of Christ.

We must train our minds through renewal – ROM. 12:2 – “And be not conformed to this world but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect will of God.”
