THE BLOOD OF CHRIST

1 PETER 1:18-19 – TEXT
INTRODUCTION – In our text for the lesson Peter refers to the blood of Christ as the “precious blood” this blood is indeed precious to those held accountable for sin. 1 PET.  1:18-19 - knowing that you were not redeemed with corruptible things, like silver or gold, from your aimless conduct received by tradition from your fathers, 19 but with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot

The hatred of the Jews for Jesus was so intense that they demanded the Roman government crucify him – MATT. 27:22-24. Pilate delivered Jesus and two common robbers to his soldiers and they crucified them.  JN. 19:31-34 – Depicts the blood of Jesus being poured forth for you and me.
The Hebrew writer tells that his blood was shed for those who lived under the first covenant as well as for us since we live under the second covenant – HEB. 9:15 – All of humanity is dependent upon the blood of Christ for salvation.

SOME THINGS ACCOMPLISHED BY THE BLOOD OF CHRIST:

1. ONE IS MADE NEAR TO GOD – 
A. EPH. 2:11-13 – In the context Paul is speaking of the Gentiles but in a real sense we are all made near to God by the blood of Christ.

B. ISA. 59:1-2 – The prophet tells us our sins separate us from God but the blood of Christ draws us near to God again.

2. PERFECT PEACE IS GIVEN – 

A. COL. 1:19-23 – Jesus made peace on the cross thru the blood he shed for you and me.

B. PHIL. 4:7 – This peace that was brought about with the blood of Christ is peace with God.

C. JAMES 4:4 – We are enemies of God when we live in sin but that state of enmity was corrected by the blood of Christ being shed. Christ has made it possible for us to have peace with God and peace within our soul. 
3. REDEMPTION IS OBTAINED – 

A. HEB. 9:12 – Eternal redemption is obtained thru the shedding of the blood of Jesus.

B. COL. 1:13-14 – Man was enslaved to sin until Christ ransomed him thru his blood.  He redeemed us from the power, guilt and doom of sin.

C. TITUS 2:13-14 – Redeemed us to be his own special people zealous of good works.

4. RECONCILED TO GOD – 

A. COL. 1:21- We were once enemies and now we are reconciled to God. 
B. 2 COR. 5:14-21 – It is only thru the blood of Christ that man can be made a friend of God.

C. ROM. 5:10-11 – It took the death of God’s Son so that we could be reconciled to God.

5. SANCTIFIED UNTO GOD – 

A. HEB. 10:29 – The word sanctified means to separate or be set apart from the evil things and ways of the world unto God.  The Hebrew writer when speaking of the punishment that would come upon the unbeliever says they counted the blood of the covenant by which they were sanctified an unholy thing,
B. HEB. 10:10-14 – Without sanctification man is part of this evil, sinful and polluted world and is doomed eternally.

6. JUSTIFIED BEFORE GOD – 

A. ROM. 5:6-9 – Justification means acquittal, released, set free with no condemnation.  

B. ROM. 3:23 - We have all sinned and fallen short of the glory God, but we are now set free from the guilt of sin and pronounced just or righteous by the blood of Jesus Christ that he shed for us on the cross.
7. FORGIVENESS OF SINS – 

A. EPH. 1:7 – It is only by the grace of God we have forgiveness of our sins.

B. 1 JN. 1:7-9 – Even as children of God we continue to need the forgiveness of our sins and it is still available to us thru the blood of Christ.

CONCLUSION – 

As we can see from this study there are numerous blessings that we have access to thru the blood of Christ.

MATT. 26:28 - For this is My blood of the new covenant, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.

When we study the expression “for the remission of sins” we discover how we can  access Christ precious blood.

ACTS 2:38 - Then Peter said to them, "Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.
