THE CHRISTIAN’S OBLIGATIONS TO JESUS CHRIST
2 TIMOTHY. 2:10 – TEXT
INTRODUCTION – As a Christian it is but by the mercy of God and his grace that we have obtained the forgiveness of our sins.  When we became Christians we confessed that we believe that Jesus Christ is the son of God. By doing so we were pledging our allegiance to follow him and his teachings thru out our life.

As a result of our commitment we are confronted with obligations we have to our Savior.

Obligation is defined as a binding power of a vow, promise, or contract; a bond to which a penalty is annexed on failure of due performance.

As children of God we have definite commitments to fulfill in order for us to be acceptable to God – HEB. 11:6 – In our lesson today we will review some of those things.

THE CHRISTIAN’S OBLIGATIONS TO JESUS CHRIST:

1. REASONS FOR OUR OBLIGATIONS TO THE LORD – 

A. Salvation from past sins – 
a. ROM. 5:8-9 - God’s love for us.

b. 1 PET. 1:18-19 – Christ shed his blood for us.
c. 1 COR. 6:20 – We were bought with a price we could not pay.

d. ACTS 4:12 – There is no salvation without Christ.
e. HEB. 5:9 – There is no salvation in Christ without obedience.

f. MATT. 7:21 – There can be no salvation if we do not submit to him as Lord so we are obligated to obey him.
B. We are in Christ body – 

a. 1 COR. 12:13 – We are all baptized into one body

b. GAL. 3:26-27 – We are children of God a part of God’s family

c. EPH. 1:3 – All spiritual blessings are in Christ.

d. EPH. 1:7 – Redemption and forgiveness of sins are in Christ.

e. 1 JN. 5:11 – Eternal life is in Christ.

C. Faithfulness includes continual obedience – 

a. HEB. 6:6-12 – We must be diligent unto the end.
b. 2 PET. 1:5-11 – There are things we must add to our faith.

D. We have made a covenant with the Lord – 

a. HEB. 8:6-13 – A covenant whereby our sins and iniquities are remembered no more.

b. EPH. 2:11-18 – We have been reconciled to God.

2. TO RECOGNIZE THAT CHRIST HAS SUPREME AUTHORITY – 

A. MATT. 28:18 – All authority belongs to Christ.

B. JAMES 1:25 – His authority is revealed to us in his perfect law of liberty.
C. 2 PET. 1:3 – Everything we need is provided for us.

D. 2 TIM. 3:16-17 – He furnishes us to every good work.

E. Human authority is imperfect and brings condemnation.

a. 1 PET. 4:11- Religious instruction is limited to the oracles of God.

b. GAL. 1:8-9 – Gospel of Christ is binding today

3. TO ABIDE IN THE TEACHINGS OF CHRIST – 

A. 2 JN. 9 – We must abide in the teaching of Christ. 
B. COL. 3:17 – The work (evangelism, edification and benevolence for needy saints) the church engages in whether collectively or individually must have the approval of Christ.
C. JN. 4:23-24 – We must worship in spirit and truth.

a. EPH. 5:19 – Sing

b. ACTS 2:42 – Pray
c. ACTS 20:7 – Lord’s Supper and Paul preached

d. 2 COR. 9:7 – Giving 
D. LUKE 19:10 – Jesus came to save us so we need to listen to him.

a. MATT. 7:24-27 – We are wise if we hear Christ.

b. JN. 8:24 – Believe

c. LUKE 13:3 – Repent

d. MATT. 10:32-33 – Confess

e. MARK 16:15-16 – Baptized

f. MATT. 5:13-16 – Be a faithful example to others by letting our light shine.

CONCLUSION – 

We cannot fulfill our obligations to Christ if we are not following his word.

Are we meeting our obligations as citizens of the kingdom of the Lord?

1 PET. 2:21-22 - For to this you were called, because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that you should follow His steps: 22 "Who committed no sin, Nor was deceit found in His mouth";
