THE CORRECT AND PROPER ATTITUDE TOWARD GOD’S WORD

PSALMS 119: 105-112 (TEXT)

INTRODUCTION – In continuing our study on God’s powerful word and our duty when we teach or preach that word, we want to note that many people in the world today view the word of God with skepticism.  Realizing this we want to emphasis the importance of having the correct and proper attitude toward God’s word


In order for God’s word to have meaning and personal application in my life there are certain facts that I must face:

1) FACT # 1 – THE BIBLE IS UNCHANGEABLE – 

God’s Word is eternal – MATT. 24:35
God’s Word will abide forever – 1 PET. 1:22-25
The scripture cannot be broken – JN. 10:33-34
Example – the promises in the scripture will come to pass – GEN. 8:22 – seed time, harvest, cold, heat, summer, winter, day and night  shall not cease.

A. Realizing the Bible is unchangeable, we should not misuse it, and the correct and proper attitude is essential so we will not pervert the gospel of Christ.

Paul warned some would arise and pervert the gospel for their own gain – ACTS 20:28-30
We are not to go beyond that which is written, if we do division will occur – ROM. 16: 16-18 - those who caused problems were going contrary to the things that Paul had taught.

Remember what happens if we pervert the gospel – GAL. 1:6-9 – we are accursed – devoted to God’s destruction

Notice some perversions of the gospel by man – saved by “faith only”

B. Realizing the Bible is unchangeable we should study diligently and

 investigate God’s word – PSA. 1:1-2 – The blessed man of God is

 described 

Paul exhorts us to study - 2 TIM. 2:15
Example of the Bereans – ACTS 17:11 – they studied with all readiness

of mind.

2) FACT #2 – THE BIBLE IS VERBALLY INSPIRED –

All scripture is inspired  - 2 TIM. 3:16-17 – not just the main thoughts and ideas or concepts, but the words – 1 COR. 2:9-13 – the Holy Spirit teacheth combining spiritual words with spiritual thoughts

Example – 1 THESS. 2:13 – They accepted Paul’s words as inspired

A. It is important we realize the scriptures are verbally inspired so we will not 

wrest the scriptures to our own destruction – 2 PET. 3:16 – Ex. – Holy

 Spirit baptism instead of water baptism  - JN. 3:5 –

 Look at the Eunuch – ACTS 8:36-37 – See here is water

EPH. 4:4-6 – One baptism for salvation, the one Jesus commanded for us

 to obey 

B. If we have the correct and proper attitude toward the scriptures and their

 verbal inspiration we will accept them as our infallible guide – JN. 16:13-

15; JN. 8:32

The Holy Spirit declared the things of the Father and the Apostles wrote

 down those things the Holy Spirit revealed unto them – EPH. 3:3-5 – So

when we read we may understand.

The writers thou just men were guided by the Spirit in their writings – 2

 PET. 1:20-21 – Ex. REV. 10:4, 14:13


Also in order to have the correct ands proper attitude toward God’s word we must accept the Bible as complete and perfect.

3) FACT #3 COMPLETE AND PERFECT –

God has given us everything we need – 2 PET. 1:3-4 – All things, which pertain to life and Godliness

God’s word is described as perfect – JAMES 1:25 - the perfect law of liberty

This perfect law of liberty was once delivered – JUDE vs. 3 – it is God’s complete and perfect law that we should earnestly contend for, as it was delivered

A. If we accept the Bible as our perfect and complete guide, we will not corrupt the pure word of God – 2 COR. 2:17 – Many ways in which man has corrupted the Word of God

EX. – God commands us to sing – COL. 3:16, EPH. 5:19 – this is what the pure word of God says.  There is no scripture in the N. T. that gives any indication whatsoever that instruments were used to accompany the singing.  

If we corrupt our worship with instrumental music and claim to have god’s authority in so doing we have handled the Word of god deceitfully – 2 COR. 4: 2

B. But if we maintain a proper attitude toward God’s word we will be doers

 of the Word and not hearers only – JAMES 1:21-25; also MATT. 7:24-

27

EX. – God’s Word tells us to maintain good works - TITUS 3:8 – to be a 

good work we must be able to find it in the book - God’s Word

We must do the will of the Father, not just we think would be something

 that God would like – MATT. 7:21-23
God’s Word says we will be blessed if we obey him – REV. 22:14, 

HEB. 5:8-9 – “Jesus is the author of eternal salvation to all who obey 

Him”

And we must also realize that the Bible is authoritative.

4) FACT #4 -THE BIBLE IS AUTHORITATIVE – 

Christ is the source  - MATT. 28:18-20 – ALL power and authority reside in Christ.

Even thou Christ delegated some of his authority to his Apostles, they recognized him as having all authority – COL. 3:17 – Whatsoever we do in word or deed do all in the name (by the authority of) of the Lord.

God made it very plain whom we are to hear in matters of faith – MATT. 17:5 – “This is my beloved Son in whom I am well pleased hear ye Him”

Christ authority was easily recognized in His teachings – MATT. 7:28-29 – His teaching was different from the scribes, so our teaching might seem different to the world and that is OK as long as it pleases Christ.

A. If we have the correct and proper attitude we will not be rejecters of the

Word.

Christ will judge all people who reject his word – JN. 12:48-49 – the word will judge us in the last day

Many people today call on Jesus name yet reject his word – LUKE 6:46-49 – It is not enough for us just to call Jesus, Lord – It is vain to call him Lord and yet not obey his voice – EX. – Baptism – great commission – MK. 16:15-16
B. But if you have the correct and proper attitude toward God’s Word you

 will realize it contains God’s authorized plan for redeeming man and you

 will always strive to tech others – 2 TIM. 2:2 – Are you faithful?

We must also be ready to give an answer to every man – 1 PET. 3:15 –BE

 READY

EX. – Early Christians – ACTS 5:42, ACTS 8:1-4

Many Christians are like those Paul addressed in -  HEB. 5:12-14

As you reflect, right now what is your attitude toward God’s Word, does it make you mad that God ‘s word is different than you thought or you happy that you have heard the truth and now have an opportunity to respond by obeying it today.
