THE DEITY OF CHRIST
JOHN 1:1, 14 – TEXT

INTRODUCTION – There Are some religions in the world today that argue that Jesus was not and is not God.  In our lesson today we want to see what the scriptures say about the deity of Jesus Christ.

DEITY OF CHRIST:

I. NO CORRECTION – 

A. JN. 20:24-28 – Thomas was not rebuked for calling him God.

B. MATT. 14:28-33 – He did not prohibit them from worshipping him.

C. MATT. 4:10 – He knew full well only God was to be worshipped and that is why he did not correct because he was God.

D. Scriptures affirming the deity of Christ

a. JN. 1:18 – Jesus has seen God and since no man can see God this also is a statement to his deity.

b. JN. 5:17-18 – Jesus called God his Father which makes him equal with God.

c. JN. 8:58 – Jesus claimed to be deity by proclaiming he had no limits placed on him by time.

d. JN. 10:30-33 – The Jews understood that Jesus was claiming to be God.

II. JESUS IS LORD – 
A. COL. 1:15-23 – Paul reminds the brethren at Colossae of the deity of Jesus Christ.

a. vs. 15 – Jesus is Lord of all – He is the portrait of God – He is the first born of creation – PSA. 89:27 – firstborn means position of authority
b. vs. 16 – Jesus is the creator, he holds the whole world in his hands – HEB. 1:1-3, 10-12
c. vs. 17 – Jesus is eternal – REV. 1:8
d. vs. 18 – Jesus is the firstborn from the dead – 1 COR. 15:20-23
e. vs. 20-23 – Jesus reconciles all things – vs. 20 – Sin is taken care of thru Jesus – EPH. 1:9-10
f. Think about how much the bible condemns idolatry – Why? Idolatry is condemned because it defaces the value of God.  What is the sin of idolatry?   

1. 1 COR. 10:14 – Flee from idolatry

2. GAL. 5:20 – Listed as works of the flesh 

3. COL. 3:5 – Put to death our members on earth and idolatry is one which we must execute.
III. LOWLINESS OF CHRIST –

A. PHIL. 2:5-11 – The bible talks about the lowliness of Christ who being in the form of God humbled himself to do God’s will – Jesus took 5 steps down

a. Jesus left heaven and came to earth – HEB. 2:9-10
b. Jesus became a man and gave up some of his glory – JN. 17:5 

c. Jesus became a servant – JN. 13:13-17
d. Jesus became obedient to death – HEB. 5:8-9  

e. Jesus died on the cross – GAL. 3:13
CONCLUSION – 
Do you believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God?

Would you be willing to turn from worldliness and sin and submit to his reign and rule in your life?

Would you pledge your allegiance to him by being willing to confess your belief that he is the Son of God?

Would you in lowliness and humbleness of heart submit to his command to be baptized for the remission of your sins?

The only way we prove we believe the evidence that Jesus is the Son of God is by obeying him.
