THE GODHEAD
INTRODUCTION – The purpose of our lesson today is to study what the Bible has to about the Godhead.  This is a doctrine from which much confusion is derived.

There are basically three schools of thought when it comes to the subject of God.  

1.) Atheism – a belief that there is no God; no higher power

2.) Polytheism – a belief in a multiplicity of gods

3.) Monotheism – a belief in one God.

WHAT DOES THE BIBLE TEACH CONCERNING THE GODHEAD?

I. BIBLE TEACHES THERE IS ONE TRUE AND LIVING GOD – 
A. DEUT. 6:4 – Listen to what Moses proclaimed in the Old Law to Israel.

B. ISA. 44:6 – Notice what the prophet Isaiah recorded concerning God.

C. 1 COR. 8:4 – The teaching of one God is not limited to the Old Testament.  Note what Paul instructed the brethren at Corinth.

II. THE BIBLE TEACHES THERE IS A GODHEAD – Godhood or deity is the state of being God.  Webster defines it as “divine nature or essence”
A. ACTS 17:29 – Paul is preaching at Athens to those who believed in polytheism that the Godhead is not made up of silver or gold but is indeed deity and eternal in nature just as the souls of man is eternal in nature.  Remember the Bible teaches that man is made in the image of God.

B. ROM. 1:20 – The Godhead manifests its deity thru creation.

C. COL. 2:9 – Christ is declared to have the fullness of divine nature.  His very essence declares his deity.

III. BIBLE TEACHES THREE PERSONS (DIVINE) MAKE UP ONE GODHEAD (DIETY) – 
A. Father –

i. EPH. 4:6 – Paul clearly states there is one God and Father of all.
ii. 1 COR. 8:6 – Note what Paul taught the church at Corinth.

B. Son – 

i. JN. 17:1-5 – Jesus in his prayer requests from the Father to glorify thy Son.

ii. JN. 1:1-2, 14 – The word (Son) was with God and the word (Son) was also God (deity).  Here is an example of two persons, the Father and the Son being represented as God (deity).

C. Holy Spirit – 

i. ACTS 5:3-4 – Peter by his statement to Ananias acknowledges that the Holy Spirit is God.
ii. EPH. 4:4-6 – Example of three persons involved in unity.

iii. All attributes of God belong to each divine person – Eternal, Omniscient, Omnipotent, Omnipresent, Just, Holy, Good, and Righteous

IV. BIBLE EXAMPLES OF THREE PERSONS – 

A. GEN. 1:1-2, 26 – In the creation there was more than one person of the Godhead present.  In verse one the Hebrew word for God is “Elohim” which is the plural form of “Eloha” showing that more than one was involved in the creation process.

B. MATT. 3:13-17 – At the baptism of Jesus three persons are clearly evident.

C. 1 JN. 5:7-8 – These three are One.  How can God, Christ, and the Holy Spirit be three and one at the same time?
i. The Bible emphatically declares there is one God.

ii. The Bible also proclaims three with a divine nature.

iii. The Bible also claims these three are distinct individuals.

iv. These three divine characters make up the one godhead in the same way all humans make up humanity!!!

V. DIVINE DIVISION OF LABOR – 

A. Creation – The Bible teaches us there is a divine division of labor.

i. God the Father is the divine architect of the universe.  He planned all things.

ii. JN. 1:1-3 - The Son is the one who created all things planned by the Father.

iii. GEN. 1:2 – The Holy Spirit is the lawgiver.  In creation the Spirit of God- the Holy Spirit gave the natural laws that would control the creation.
B. Creation of NT church – 

i. EPH. 3:10-11 – The Father planned the NT church. Not as an afterthought but it was indeed part of God’s eternal purpose in redeeming man.

ii. MATT. 16:18 – The Son built it or created it.  He brought it into being by his sacrifice on Calvary.

iii. JN. 16:13 – The Holy Spirit gave the law.  The Holy Spirit revealed the truth that we must obey and continue in order to be set free from our sins.

CONCLUSION – 

There is one true God or Godhead in the same sense that there is only one humanity.

The Godhead is composed of three persons – Father, Son and the Holy Spirit.

These three work as one in order to accomplish the work of Creation and the Salvation of our souls
