THE GREAT SALVATION
HEBREWS 2:1-4 – TEXT
INTRODUCTION – The Hebrew writer speaks of the great salvation that is available.  It is indeed unique because this great salvation can only be found in Jesus Christ.  We will study today why this salvation is so great.  HEB. 2:1-4 - Therefore we must give the more earnest heed to the things we have heard, lest we drift away. 2 For if the word spoken through angels proved steadfast, and every transgression and disobedience received a just reward, 3 how shall we escape if we neglect so great a salvation, which at the first began to be spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed to us by those who heard Him, 4 God also bearing witness both with signs and wonders, with various miracles, and gifts of the Holy Spirit, according to His own will? 

WHY IS THIS SALVATION SO GREAT?

I. SAVIOR – Because it declares the greatness of our savior Jesus Christ.

A. LUKE 1:31-35 – He will be great he will be called the “Son of God”.

B. HEB. 1:8-9 – Look at what the Father says about the Son.
C. TITUS 2:11-14 – Salvation from the Father is thru Jesus who is our great God and savior.

II. AUTHORITY – Because it declares the authority of the Savior in the gospel of Christ.
A. MATT. 28:18 – All authority is given unto Jesus

B. MATT. 7:24-27 – The need to heed the authoritative words of Jesus is seen in this scripture.

C. ROM. 1:16 – Salvation is great because Christ is great and his word contains the great power of salvation for us today.
D. GAL. 1:6-9 – Authority can only be found in the gospel of Jesus Christ.

III. LOVE – Because it declares the love of God for us.
A. 1 JN. 4:7-11 – How great was the love of God?

B. JN. 15:10-14 – Christ portrayed the greatest love for mankind by giving his life.
C. 2 COR. 5:14-15 – Love of Christ compels us to live for him.

IV. VOCATION – Because it places us in a lifetime vocation of imitating Christ.

A. EPH. 4:1 – We walk in such a way to imitate Christ.

B. 1 PET. 2:21 – Walk in his steps and follow him.

C. EPH. 5:1-2 – Walk in love.
V. TEACHING – Because it involves teaching all nations.

A. MATT. 28:18-20 - All nations are to be taught the gospel.
B. 2 COR. 4:5 – Apostles preached Christ.

C. ACTS 8:4 – Disciples preached Christ.
VI. OPPORTUNITY – Because it gives us the great opportunity to glorify God.

A. PHIL. 1:20-21 – Do we truly magnify Christ by the life we live?  Do we bring glory and honor to his name?

B. 1 TIM. 1:17 – Christ alone is worthy of our glory honor and praise.
C. HEB. 5:8-9 – We glorify Christ in our life when we obey him.

VII. NATION – Because as recipients of this great salvation we are part of the greatest nation – the people who belong to Christ.

A. GEN. 12:1-3 - This great nation was promised to Abraham.

B. GAL. 3:16, 26-29 – Being in Christ makes us a part of the great spiritual nation that God promised to the seed of Abraham.

C. MATT. 5:10-12 – Salvation is great because the reward is great.
