ROMANS 6:3-7 – TEXT

NEW LIFE IN CHRIST – 

1. NEW MASTER – 

a. EPH. 2:1-3 – The old man served sin and Satan but the new man serves Christ.

b. ACTS 2:41-42 – The new man will cherish bible study and prayer.

c. 1 PET. 2:1-2 – The new man in Christ strives to eliminate evil from their lives.

2. NEW PURPOSE – 

a. 2 TIM. 3:1-5 - The old man’s reason for living was selfishness.

b. MATT. 5:13-16 – The new man lives to love and serve God.

c. 2 COR. 13:5 – The new man will honestly examine himself as he wants to be as much like Christ as possible.

3. NEW APPETITE – 

a. GAL. 5:19-21 – The old man desired to see and hear vulgar pictures and words,

b. MATT. 5:6 – The new man hungers and thirsts after wisdom and knowledge from God’s heart.

c. 1 TIM. 6:9-10 – The old man hungered after money and fame.

d. PHIL. 1:9-11 – The new man seeks God’s approval and wants to be filled with the fruits of righteousness.

4. NEW IDENTITY – 

a. 1 JN. 2:15-17 – The old man was carnal and worldly-minded.

b. 1 PET. 4:16 - The new disciple of Christ wears the name of his King.

c. EPH. 5:1-8 – The new man walks differently from the old man. 

5. NEW DESTINY – 

a. MATT. 6:19-21 – The old man sought to lay up treasures on earth.

b. 1 PET. 1:3-4 – Christians have their eyes of faith on the portals of glory in the land of eternal happiness.

c. EPH. 6:10-18 – his destiny is to follow the orders of Christ as a good soldier in his army and reap the rewards of victory.
