THINGS THAT ACCOMPANY SALVATION
HEBREWS 6:9 – TEXT

INTRODUCTION – The inspired writer of Hebrews speaks of things that accompany salvation.  In order to understand this statement we must first understand that salvation from sins means the blotting out of every sin that would destroy our soul.  God alone has provided the means for this salvation.

ROM. 1:16-17 - For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation for everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the Greek.  This gospel the revelation of God specifically instructs us on what we must do to be saved

ACTS 2:36-38 - “Therefore let all the house of Israel know assuredly that God has made this Jesus, whom you crucified, both Lord and Christ." 37 Now when they heard this, they were cut to the heart, and said to Peter and the rest of the apostles, "Men and brethren, what shall we do?" 38 Then Peter said to them, "Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 

ACTS 3:19 - Repent therefore and be converted, that your sins may be blotted out, so that times of refreshing may come from the presence of the Lord, 

When people hear the gospel, believe the truth of God’s word, are brought to repentance, confess their faith in Christ, and are baptized into Christ according to God’s promise every sin is blotted out and they become new creatures in Christ.

ROM. 6:3-7 - Or do you not know that as many of us as were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into His death? 4 Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. 5 For if we have been united together in the likeness of His death, certainly we also shall be in the likeness of His resurrection, 6 knowing this, that our old man was crucified with Him, that the body of sin might be done away with, that we should no longer be slaves of sin. 7 For he who has died has been freed from sin

2 COR. 5:17 - Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have become new.

When people are by faith obey God’s instruction contained in the gospel they are saved.  HEB.6:9 - But, beloved, we are confident of better things concerning you, yes, things that accompany salvation, though we speak in this manner.

The text of our lesson points out there are certain things which accompany our salvation.  In our lesson today we want to notice some people who obeyed the gospel and see what things accompanied there salvation.
THINGS THAT ACCOMPANY SALVATION:

I. JOY –

A. ACTS 8:5-8 – The gospel was carried to Samaria and there was great joy in that city.

B. ACTS 8:35-39 – The Ethiopian Eunuch.
C. GAL. 5:22 – The fruit of the Spirit is joy.

D. PHIL. 4:4 – Paul told the brethren at Philippi to constantly rejoice. 
E. PSA. 51:10-13 – David needed the joy of his salvation restored. How about you? Create in me a clean heart, O God, And renew a steadfast spirit within me. 11 Do not cast me away from Your presence, And do not take Your Holy Spirit from me. 12 Restore to me the joy of Your salvation, And uphold me by Your generous Spirit. 13 Then I will teach transgressors Your ways, And sinners shall be converted to You. 

II. GRATITUDE –  

A. ACTS 16:30-34 – The Philippian jailor was saved and he showed his gratitude by taking care of the needs of Paul and Silas, and bringing them to his house and setting food before them.

B. LUKE 17:11-18 – Samaritan leper was saved from his leprosy and out of gratitude he returned to give Christ thanks.
III. HOSPITALITY –

A. ACTS 16:13-15 – Lydia and her household were baptized so she showed both gratitude and hospitality by inviting Paul and his companions to abide in her house.

B. 3 JN 5-8 – John commended Gaius for the hospitality he showed to those who were preaching the gospel.

C. HEB. 13:2 – We should never forget to extend hospitality.

IV. GENEROSITY –

A. ACTS 2:41 – A great number about three thousand obeyed the gospel and some among this number were in need and this need was met by those who also had obeyed the gospel and who were more blessed with temporal good of this life.

B. ACTS 2:44-45 – Some even sold their possessions and good and parted them to those who were in need.

C. ACTS 4:32-35 – Note the generosity of the multitude of believers.

V. WORSHIP – 

A. ACTS 2:41-42 – Those who received the word and were saved by their obedience to the gospel were faithful and steadfast in their worship.

B. REV. 4:10-11 – Heaven is a place where God is constantly worshipped.  Saved people want to worship and look forward to the time when they can worship God thru out eternity.

VI. NEW LIFE – 

A. 1 COR. 6:9-11 – The Corinthians were noted for their corrupt manner of life and worship of idols.  When they obeyed the gospel they entered into a new and far different way of life.

B. ROM. 6:4 – Those who are saved by obedience to the gospel arise from the waters of baptism to walk in newness of life.

C. COL. 3:8-11 – Put off the old and put on the new man.

VII. DAILY DEVOTION – 

A. ACTS 2:46 – The saved in Jerusalem continued with daily devotion to God.  They realized serving the Lord Jesus is an every day responsibility and opportunity.

B. LUKE 9:23 - Daily devotion involves denying self.

C. ACTS 16:5 – The results of daily devotion to God. 

VIII. EVANGELISTIC FERVOR – 

A. ACTS 8:4 – Even in the face of persecution the disciple went everywhere with the message of salvation in their hearts and on their lips.

B. 2 TIM. 2:2 – Being thankful saved people feel compelled to tell others the gospel message.

IX. DEFENSE OF TRUTH –
A. PHIL. 1:16-17 – Those saved by the gospel of truth stand ready to defend it.

B. ACTS 6:9-10 – Enemies of the truth arose to dispute with Stephen. 

X. PERSECUTION – 

A. 2 TIM. 3:12 – Yes, persecution will also accompany our salvation.

B. MATT. 5:10-12 – Jesus taught even in the face of persecutiuon there are blessings.
