THINGS THAT BELONG TO GOD

REVELATION 19:1
INTRODUCTION – Hopefully we realize that in reality all things belong to God since he is the creator and we are his creation – JN. 1:1-3.

TEXT – In the text for our lesson today we see the people of God praising Jehovah fro his attributes of greatness that have led him to victory.   The purpose of our lesson today is to note four things that the apostle John by inspiration of the Holy Spirit reveals that belong to God.

THINGS BELONGING TO GOD – 
I. SALVATION – 

A. PSA. 3:8 – To whom does salvation belong? The psalmist tells us clearly that it belongs to the Lord.
B. JONAH 2:4-9 – What did Jonah recognize? What did Jonah recognize?

C. 1 PET. 1:18-20 – The very concept of salvation and scheme for redeeming man from sin through Jesus Christ is of God.

D. EPH. 1:3-7 – God predestined a way for man to be saved thru Christ

E. 2 TIM. 2:10 – Eternal salvation is only available in Christ

II. GLORY – 

A. PSA. 138:4-5 – Great is the glory of the Lord. He alone is worthy to be praised.

B. HEB. 1:1-3 – The true glory of God is manifested in his Son.

C. TITUS 2:13-14 – Jesus is the glorious Savior.

D. EPH. 5:25-27 – The church is the glorious bride of Christ.

E. 2 COR. 4:3-5 – The gospel is the glorious message of salvation in Christ Jesus.

III. HONOR – 
A. EX. 14:17-18 – Honor is paying tribute to God and his ability to be victorious and overcome his adversaries.
B. PSA. 104:1 – God is described as being clothed with honor.   He is indeed worthy of honor.   Sometimes we honor people in this life who are not worthy of the honor we bestow upon them.

C. JN. 5:21-23 – We cannot honor God if we do not choose to honor his Son.

D. HEB. 2:9 – Jesus was crowned with glory and honor.  Why? Because he suffered death for every one.

E. REV. 4:9-11 – Since Jesus suffered death for everyone he is truly worthy to be worshipped.
IV. POWER – 

A. 1 CHRON. 29:10-12 – David expresses his feelings for the Lord.

B. MATT. 9:4-6 – The Son of God alone has the power to forgive sins. I.E. – The paralytic man told to take up his bed and walk.

C. JN. 10:17-18 – Jesus had the power to lay down his life for us.

D. ROM. 1:1-4 – Paul by inspiration declares Jesus to be the Son of God with power.

E. ROM. 1:16 – The gospel is the power of God to save.   It is the good news declaring God‘s power to save us thru his Son.  Many consider this message foolishness – 1 COR. 1:18 - For the message of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the power of God.

Do you seek to give glory and honor to God by the life that you live?

Do you take advantage to the power of God to forgive you of your sins?
