TWELVE LOVES FOR TWELVE MONTHS
INTRODUCTION – We all understand there are twelve months in a year.  As Christians we are to extend love during each day of our lives.  What we want to examine in our lesson today are some passages from God’s word regarding things we should love in the upcoming year.

TWELVE LOVES:

I. JEHOVAH – 

A. PSA. 18:1-2 – Look at the many reasons that David loved God.

B. MATT. 4:10 – Jesus connected loving God with worship and service.

II. COMMANDS – 

A. PSA. 119:41-48 – If we love God we must love his commandments.  David put his trust in the laws of God.  He declared he would keep God’s ordinances continually.

B. 1 JN. 5:1-4 – We can also prove we love God

III. CHRIST – 

A. JN. 21:15-18 – Jesus here asks Peter if he really and truly loves him.  Peter replies yes and Jesus instructs him to feed his sheep.

B. MATT. 9:37-38 – Will your love for Christ compel you to work as a laborer?
IV. BRETHREN – 

A. 1 JN. 3:11-16 – Whatever our brethren need we should be willing to supply.

B. 1 JN. 4:19-21 – If we proclaim that we love God we must also love our brother.
V. ENEMIES – 

A. LUKE 6:27-28 – Jesus tells us to also love our enemies.

B. ROM. 12:17-21 – By exhibiting kindness to our enemies we may have the opportunity to teach them the truth.

VI. NEIGHBORS – 

A. LUKE 10:25-28 – We are to love God first then others as we love ourselves (taking care of our needs).  I.E. – The Good Samaritan.

B. ZECH. 8:16-17 – Have concern for our neighbor and speak truth to them.
VII. SELF – 

A. MATT. 16:24-26 – Do you realize the value of your soul?

B. MATT. 22:37-38 – We must value the souls of others but we will never do so if we do not have the proper attitude toward the value of our own soul.

VIII. HUSBAND – 

A. TITUS 2:3-5 – If homes are to be happy and secure wives must love their husbands.  Other wise the word of God is blasphemed.
B. EPH. 5:22-24, 33 – This is the real proof that you love your husband.

IX. WIFE – 

A. EPH. 5:23-33 – Every husband should love his wife as Christ loved the church.

B. Provide for her every need and cherish her as she is part of you (2 are 1 flesh) Hold her in high esteem. Hold her as dear to your heart.

X. CHILDREN – 

A. PSA. 127:3-5 – Children are a blessing from God.
B. COL. 3:20-21 – Parents specifically the husband is charged to train their children – EPH. 6:4
XI. RIGHTEOUSNESS – 

A. PSA. 11:7 – God is righteous and loves righteousness. How do we live our lives?
B. 1 JN. 3:7 – We must do righteousness to be righteous. What do we intend to do this year?

XII. TRUTH – 

A. PSA. 119:137-144 – David loved the truth.  How about you and me?

B. 2 THESS. 2:8-14 – Many will be lost in the last day because they did not have the proper love for the truth.  Only the truth sets us free and sanctifies us from our sins.  What will be your attitude toward truth in the upcoming year?

CONCLUSION – 

Above all we need to put on love – COL. 3:12-14 - Therefore, as the elect of God, holy and beloved, put on tender mercies, kindness, humility, meekness, longsuffering; 13 bearing with one another, and forgiving one another, if anyone has a complaint against another; even as Christ forgave you, so you also must do. 14 But above all these things put on love, which is the bond of perfection.
1 COR. 13:13 – God tells us true agape love is beyond all doubt the greatest thing of all - And now abide faith, hope, love, these three; but the greatest of these is love.
