
WHAT DOES FAITHFUL ATTENDANCE INDICATE?

HEBREWS 10:23-25 – TEXT
INTRODUCTION – Does my attendance today automatically mean that I am faithful to God?  No, but it does mean we have come to worship the one who is faithful – God – 

HEB. 10:23-25 - Let us hold fast the confession of our hope without wavering, for He who promised is faithful. 24 And let us consider one another in order to stir up love and good works, 25 not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as is the manner of some, but exhorting one another, and so much the more as you see the Day approaching. 

We do not always hold fast the profession of our hope but God is still faithful - 2 TIM. 2:13 -  If we are faithless, He remains faithful; He cannot deny Himself - Being faithful is a divine trademark.
1 COR. 4:2 - Moreover it is required in stewards that one be found faithful.  God commands us as his stewards to be faithful. Being faithful in our attendance does not automatically make us faithful before God but it is a good indicator.

WHAT DOES FAITHFUL ATTENDANCE INDICATE?

1. PSA. 122:1 – Indicates our attitude toward worshipping God – Notice the attitude of David – “I was glad when they said to me, "Let us go into the house of the LORD." 
2. HEB. 10:24-29 – Loyalty to the savior not forsaking the Lord - And let us consider one another in order to stir up love and good works, 25 not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as is the manner of some, but exhorting one another, and so much the more as you see the Day approaching. For if we sin willfully after we have received the knowledge of the truth, there no longer remains a sacrifice for sins, 27 but a certain fearful expectation of judgment, and fiery indignation which will devour the adversaries. 28 Anyone who has rejected Moses' law dies without mercy on the testimony of two or three witnesses. 29 Of how much worse punishment, do you suppose, will he be thought worthy who has trampled the Son of God underfoot, counted the blood of the covenant by which he was sanctified a common thing, and insulted the Spirit of grace?
3. TITUS 2:14 – Indicates we are zealous of good works – Christ gave himself so we would be a special people - who gave Himself for us, that He might redeem us from every lawless deed and purify for Himself His own special people, zealous for good works. 
4. MATT. 5:6 – Indicates that I am hungry and thirsty – Righteousness - Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, For they shall be filled. 

5. EPH. 4:20-24 – Indicates my love and desire to learn the truth – That I am interested in renewal -  But you have not so learned Christ, 21 if indeed you have heard Him and have been taught by Him, as the truth is in Jesus: 22 that you put off, concerning your former conduct, the old man which grows corrupt according to the deceitful lusts, 23 and be renewed in the spirit of your mind, 24 and that you put on the new man which was created according to God, in true righteousness and holiness. 

6. COL. 1:9-11 – Indicates you want to please God – Walk worthy - For this reason we also, since the day we heard it, do not cease to pray for you, and to ask that you may be filled with the knowledge of His will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding; 10 that you may have a walk worthy of the Lord, fully pleasing Him, being fruitful in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of God; 11 strengthened with all might, according to His glorious power, for all patience and longsuffering with joy;
7. 1 COR. 11:23-30 – Indicates if we are sick, weak or asleep – Are we guilty? - For I received from the Lord that which I also delivered to you: that the Lord Jesus on the same night in which He was betrayed took bread; 24 and when He had given thanks, He broke it and said, "Take, eat; this is My body which is broken for you; do this in remembrance of Me." 25 In the same manner He also took the cup after supper, saying, "This cup is the new covenant in My blood. This do, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me." 26 For as often as you eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the Lord's death till He comes. 27 Therefore whoever eats this bread or drinks this cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord. 28 But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of the bread and drink of the cup. 29 For he who eats and drinks in an unworthy manner eats and drinks judgment to himself, not discerning the Lord's body. 30 For this reason many are weak and sick among you, and many sleep.

8. COL. 3:1-2 – Indicates where we have set our mind – Heaven - If then you were raised with Christ, seek those things which are above, where Christ is, sitting at the right hand of God. 2 Set your mind on things above, not on things on the earth.
9. ROM. 12:9-10 – Indicates our love for the brethren – Prefer – Am I a hypocrite? - Let love be without hypocrisy. Abhor what is evil. Cling to what is good. 10 Be kindly affectionate to one another with brotherly love, in honor giving preference to one another;
10. ROM. 6:12-13 – Indicates sin does not dominate my life – Slave to Christ - Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal body, that you should obey it in its lusts. 13 And do not present your members as instruments of unrighteousness to sin, but present yourselves to God as being alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness to God.
11. ACTS 2:42 – Indicates if I am continuing steadfastly – Fellowship - And they continued steadfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, in the breaking of bread, and in prayers. 

12. ROM. 2:4-11 – Indicates our need to be prepared at all times for judgment – Seek - Or do you despise the riches of His goodness, forbearance, and longsuffering, not knowing that the goodness of God leads you to repentance? 5 But in accordance with your hardness and your impenitent heart you are treasuring up for yourself wrath in the day of wrath and revelation of the righteous judgment of God, 6 who "will render to each one according to his deeds": 7 eternal life to those who by patient continuance in doing good seek for glory, honor, and immortality; 8 but to those who are self-seeking and do not obey the truth, but obey unrighteousness--indignation and wrath, 9 tribulation and anguish, on every soul of man who does evil, of the Jew first and also of the Greek; 10 but glory, honor, and peace to everyone who works what is good, to the Jew first and also to the Greek. 11 For there is no partiality with God
CONCLUSION – Faithful attendance is a command and is a great indicator of the strength of our faith.
