WHAT DOES GOD WANT FROM ME?
MICAH 6:8 – TEXT
INTRODUCTION – We all struggle with the challenges of life and death and perhaps the most challenging question we ask is, “What does God want from me?”  What does God expect? How can I please him?  The Bible answers the questions that we have concerning what God wants of us in this life.  From the beginning of time until now God has made his desire very clear to us.  Note the words of the prophet – MICAH 6:8 - He has shown you, O man, what is good; And what does the LORD require of you But to do justly, To love mercy, And to walk humbly with your God? 
God wants us to do justly, love mercy, and walk humbly and by so doing we express our love, trust, and obedience.

The bible is full of passages that summarize what God wants of us.  In our lesson today we will consider those scriptures – MICAH 6:8 - He has shown you, O man, what is good; And what does the LORD require of you But to do justly, To love mercy, And to walk humbly with your God? 
WHAT DOES GOD WANT FROM ME?

I. TO DO JUSTLY – 

A. GEN. 18:19 – This is what God wants of all men.

B. DEUT. 32:3-4 – We must take on the character of God.

C. PSA. 106:3 – Keeping justice means doing righteousness.

D. PROV. 21:3 – Not just being religious.

E. AMOS 5:14-15, 25 – We must translate our worship into daily action at all times and in all situations we must hate evil and do good.
F. MATT. 23:23 – Jesus condemned the Pharisees because they were not taking care of the basics first.  Christ is the foundation then we must add the building blocks justice, mercy and faith.
G. ECCL. 12:13 – We cannot practice justice without obedience to God’s word.

II. TO LOVE MERCY – 

A. LUKE 10:30-37 – Good Samaritan
B. PROV. 14:31 – When we have mercy on the less fortunate we honor our maker.

C. LUKE 16:19-31 – Rich man did not extend mercy to Lazarus.

D. MATT. 18:21-35 – Do we have the mercy and compassion required to forgive others?

E. MATT. 6:14-15 – If we do not forgive others we will not receive forgiveness.

F. EPH. 4:32 – We must be tenderhearted not hard hearted.

G. JAMES 3:13-17 – Wisdom from above is full of mercy.  We want the mercy of God but do we extend mercy to others?

III. TO WALK HUMBLY – 

A. MATT. 22:27-30 – To walk humbly before God we must obey the first and great commandment.

B. PSA. 25:9-10 – The humble are easily taught the way of the Lord.
C. PSA. 149:4 – Salvation is available for the humble.  Remember Jesus words in Matthew 18:1-4 – “…unless you are converted And become as little children you cannot inherit the kingdom of God.”
D. PROV. 29:23 – Pride often prohibits us from serving God but humility will allow us to be honored by God.
E. ROM. 12:16 – Do not be so high minded that you cannot associate with or see the needs of others.
F. PHIL. 2:3 – When we reach the point we can put others first then we are having the mind of Christ. 

G. JAMES 4:6,10 – If we want the grace of God to be available to us we must walk with humility.
H. 1 PET. 5:6 – If we can humble ourselves to do God’s will then we will be exalted, recognized, and honored by God.
I. 3 JN. 3-4 – How do we walk in humility?  By walking in truth!!!   Are you walking in truth today?
CONCLUSION – 

What does God want from me?  
The answer is simple to do justly, to love mercy and to walk humbly.

Are we giving God what he is asking of us?
