WHAT KIND OF WORSHIPPER ARE YOU?
JOHN 4:23-24 – TEXT
INTRODUCTION – Worship to God is important whether it is public or private we seek to offer it in spirit and truth.  This lesson is for the purpose of personal reflection to truly consider the type of worshipper we are and if God is pleased with the worship we offer.

WHAT KIND OF WORSHIPPER ARE YOU?

I. SPASMODIC KIND – 

A. ACTS 24:25-26 – The type who will worship if and only if it is convenient.  Looking for worship convenient for me!!!
B. MATT. 6:33 – As long as there is nothing else better to do in my eyes.  Fishing, hunting, hiking, biking, golfing tennis, water sports
C. HEB. 10:25-31 – If you are this type of worshipper do you not fear falling into the hands of the living God when he has told us to not forsake the assembling of ourselves together?
II. IRREVERENT KIND – 

A. PSA. 111:9 – Holy and reverend is God? Do we serve God reverently or do we talk, laugh, cut up, pass pictures, write notes to others, whisper and sleep.
B. HEB. 12:28 – If we are to serve God acceptably it must be with reverence and godly fear.
III. BORED KIND – 

A. ACTS 20:32 – The word of God is spiritual food for our souls.  We need to enthusiastically receive it.  In all my life I have never seen anyone go to sleep while eating a meal.  It just does not happen – why?  We are interested in receiving that food.
B. COL. 3:1-2 – If you are bored with a study of God’s word you need to look at your self and ask what are my priorities?
C. REV. 22:17 – The water of life is being offered take of it freely.  Do not worry about the clock on the wall.
D. MATT. 5:6 – Do you hunger and thirst after righteousness?  
IV. DISTRACTED KIND –

A. JAMES 1:25 – Do you give God your undivided attention.  Is it given to the cute baby in front of you or is it out in the world busy thinking about what your plans are for the afternoon.
B. EPH. 5:15-17- Invest the time in worship to God do not just spend time in worship to God.  Paul says redeem the time.  We need to come to a better understanding of what the will of the Lord is.  When you leave do you better understand the will of the Lord or do you, because of distractions you allow, not even know what the sermon was about.
V. TARDY KIND – 

A. REV. 21:8 – It is a disturbance to others and interrupts the teacher. The person who comes in habitually late and then hurriedly sits down and sings “O How I Love Jesus.”  If we are habitually five minutes late and we love Jesus we will set our alarm clock 10-15 earlier. Excuses – I need my sleep then go to bed 15 minutes earlier. All liars will have their part in the lake that burns with fire and brimstone.
B. 1 COR. 14:12 – Do you seek to excel and for the church to be edified when you are habitually late?
VI. WORLDLY KIND – 

A. 1 COR. 11:23-30 – Are you the kind of worshipper who is a hypocrite?  You wear the name of Christ – Christian, but you are a pretender.  You want to be present to partake of the Lord’s Supper on the first day of the week and yet you live like the devil the rest of the week – you cannot tell you follow Christ by the words you speak, by the way you act, by the concern you have for others etc.  We need to give ourselves an honest self examination and have a clean conscience toward God.
B. ECCL. 5:1-5 - When we became a Christian we made a vow to God to follow his Son – Jesus Christ it is his name we confessed and pledged our allegiance to.
VII. DEVOTED KIND –

A. MATT. 22:37 – This type of worshipper is the type God desires one who loves him with all their heart, soul, and mind.
B. 1 PET. 2:9-12 – The devoted worshipper of God will be a peculiar person to the world and the world will notice the difference.  True worship brings true change in our lives.
