PROVERBS 14:12 – TEXT

SOME WHO FELT SURE THEY WERE RIGHT:

I. ISAAC FELT SURE HE WAS BLESSING ESAU – 

A. GEN. 27:1-4 – Isaac tells Esau what to do.

B. GEN. 27:9-10, 15-23 – Rebekah reveals her plan to Jacob.

C. GEN. 27:28-29 – Isaac blesses Jacob

D. GEN. 27:30-40 – Esau shows up to late.

II. JACOB FELT SURE HE WOULD GET RACHEL – 

A. GEN. 29:20 – Jacob served 7 years for Rachel

B. GEN. 29:21-26 – Jacob got Leah

C. GEN. 29:30 – Another agreement was reached.

III. JOSHUA FELT SURE HE COULD TAKE AI EASILY – 

A. JOSH. 7:2-3 – Joshua sent men to view the city.

B. JOSH. 7:4-5 – The Israelites were soundly defeated.

C. JOSH. 7:11-12, 21, 25 – They had a problem in the camp.
IV. GOLIATH FELT SURE HE COULD DEFEAT DAVID – 

A. 1 SAM. 17:4, 10, 16 – Goliath was a giant between 9-11 feet tall.

B. 1 SAM. 17:23, 26, 32-37 – David placed his trust in God.

C. 1 SAM. 17:43-51 – The description of the battle.

V. NAAMAN FELT SURE ELISHA WOULD MAKE A DISPLAY – 

A. 2 KINGS 5:1-3 – Namaan was an important man.

B. 2 KINGS 5:5-7 – Sent to King of Israel to be healed.

C. 2 KINGS 5:9-11 – Came to Elisha.

VI. SAUL FELT SURE HE WAS DOING GOD SERVICE – 

A. ACTS 7:58-8:1 – Saul consented to the death of Stephen.

B. ACTS 26:9-11 – Persecuted and killed saints.

C. ACTS 23:1 – Saul did all this with a clear conscience.

VII. BARBARIANS FELT SURE PAUL WAS A MURDERER – 

A. ACTS 28:1-2 – Since Paul and others had suffered shipwreck.

B. ACTS 28:3-5 – Paul was bitten by a viper.
C. ACTS 28:6 – Changed their mind (feelings) and now thought he was a god.

VIII. JAILOR FELT SURE THE PRISONERS HAD ESCAPED – 

A. ACTS 16:22-25 – Paul and Silas are in prison.

B. ACTS 16:26-27 – There was an earthquake.

C. ACTS 16:28-34 – The Philippian Jailor is converted.
