WHO IS JESUS? 2

INTRODUCTION – How would you respond if someone asked you who is Jesus?  You might have one of many possible answers to this question.

MATT. 1:23 – The one born of a virgin - "Behold, the virgin shall be with child, and bear a Son, and they shall call His name Immanuel," which is translated, "God with us." 

ACTS 10:38 – The one with miraculous powers to heal - how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power, who went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was with Him. 

LUKE 24:44 – The one spoken of by the OT prophets – Then He said to them, "These are the words which I spoke to you while I was still with you, that all things must be fulfilled which were written in the Law of Moses and the Prophets and the Psalms concerning Me."
MATT. 26:1-5 – The one crucified by the Jews - Now it came to pass, when Jesus had finished all these sayings, that He said to His disciples, 2 You know that after two days is the Passover, and the Son of Man will be delivered up to be crucified." 3 Then the chief priests, the scribes, and the elders of the people assembled at the palace of the high priest, who was called Caiaphas, 4 and plotted to take Jesus by trickery and kill Him. 5 But they said, "Not during the feast, lest there be an uproar among the people." 

MATT. 28:5-8 – The one who was raised from the dead - But the angel answered and said to the women, "Do not be afraid, for I know that you seek Jesus who was crucified. 6 He is not here; for He is risen, as He said. Come, see the place where the Lord lay. 7 And go quickly and tell His disciples that He is risen from the dead, and indeed He is going before you into Galilee; there you will see Him. Behold, I have told you." 8 So they went out quickly from the tomb with fear and great joy, and ran to bring His disciples word. 

All of these scriptures would indeed reveal something about who Jesus is, but what if you could only go to one passage of scripture to answer the question “Who is Jesus”?  Where would you go?  If I could only go to one passage of scripture it would be the gospel of John chapter 1.

WHO IS JESUS?
I. ABUNDANT GRACE – VS. 16

A. EPH. 1:6-8 – His grace makes us so we can be accepted. 

B. EPH. 2:5-10 – We cannot be saved apart from the grace of God.

C. EPH. 3:8 – Paul felt as if he was undeserving of the grace of God being made available to him because he was the chief of sinners.

II. THE TRUTH - VS. 17

A. JN. 8:32 – Truth is a perquisite, an absolute necessity if we are to be set free from the consequences of our sins.
B. JN. 14:6 – Jesus is the embodiment of truth.  He is from God and only speaks the things given to him by God.
C. JN. 17:17 – This truth that can sanctify us from our sin is contained for us in God’s holy word.
D. JN. 18:37-38 – Jesus came into the world for the express purpose of bearing witness to the truth.
III. THE ONLY BEGOTTEN SON – VS.18

A. JN. 3:16-18 – Jesus is the only begotten Son of God that God sent into the world to save those who would believe.
B. 1 JN. 4:9 – God manifested his love toward us by sending his only begotten Son.
C. ROM. 5:6-8 – God demonstrated his love toward us in that while we were yet sinners that he sent his only begotten Son to die for us.
IV. HE DECLARED THE FATHER – VS. 19

A. MATT. 11:27 – Jesus reveals the Father to us.
B. JN. 14:9 – To know Jesus is to know the Father
C. JN. 17:6-8, 26 – Jesus says the words given to him by the Father are the same words he declared to his apostles.
V. LAMB OF GOD – VS. 29

A. ACTS 8:32-35 – Philip preached to the Ethiopian Eunuch about Jesus – the Lamb of God.
B. 1 PET. 1:18-19 – Christ is the precious Lamb of God the one without spot or blemish, the one who shed his blood for you and me.
C. REV. 21:22-27 – The Lamb of God is the light of heaven.  Is your name written in the Lamb’ book of life?
VI. ANOINTED BY HOLY SPIRIT – VS. 33

A. MATT. 3:13-17 – After his baptism Jesus was given anointed by the Holy Spirit being given the HS without measure.
B. ACTS 10:38 – After his anointing he went about doing all types of miracles.
VII. MESSIAH – CHRIST – VS. 41

A. JN. 4:25-26 – Jesus declared to the woman at the well that he was the Messiah – the anointed one.
B. HEB. 1:8-9 – Jesus is truly the anointed of God.
VIII. ONE SPOKEN OF BY MOSES AND THE PROPHETS – VS. 45

A. DEUT. 18:18-22 – Listen to what Moses says about Jesus in prophecy. 
B. LUKE 24:27, 44 – Jesus declared he was to fulfill all that was said concerning him in the law and the prophets.
C. JN. 5:45-46 – Jesus clearly states that Moses wrote about him.
IX. KING OF ISRAEL – VS. 49

A. MATT. 2:1-2 – Jesus was birth was recognized as the birth of a King. 
B. MATT. 27:11 – Jesus did not deny he was a king.  He just was not the type of king they were looking for.
C. JN. 12:12-13 – On the triumphant entry of Jesus into Jerusalem he was given the reception of a king.
D. JN. 18:36-37 – Jesus was born to be a king but of a spiritual kingdom.
CONCLUSION – If someone asks you who Jesus is, “Do you know who he is”?
Is Jesus King of your life?   Are you a citizen in his kingdom?  You can become one now
