WHO IS LORD?

LUKE 6:46 –TEXT

INTRODUCTION – Slide #2 - We have all at one time or another probably pondered the question of who is Lord and is Jesus my Lord.  Our answer to a great degree determines if we are just religious or if we are endeavoring to be godly.  

Slide #3 - LUKE 6:46 - Text

The word Lord means – “He to whom a person or thing belongs, about which he has the power of deciding; master, lord” according to Thayer. Strong states Lord means “Supremacy; supreme in authority, the controller, the master.”

So Jesus says if we are going to call him Lord then we must do what he says!!!!!

Slide #4-5 – MATT. 7:21-23 -  This passage helps us to further define Lord – Jesus says there are many who call him Lord, Lord and yet they practice lawlessness and by doing so they violate the will of the Father in heaven.

Slide #6 - We can now easily see it is one thing to call Jesus Lord and another thing to make him Lord

Slide #7 – LUKE 6:46 – “Why call me Lord, Lord and do not the things which I say.”

AREAS OF CONCERN:

1. BIBLE AUTHORITY – Slide #8
a. MATT. 17:5 – God says to hear his son – Jesus – Do we call Jesus Lord, Lord and yet not listen to his instructions?

b. COL. 3:17 – We must be able to do everything we do in the name of or by the authority of Jesus Christ.  If w are to call him Lord, Lord we must follow his teachings. Slide #9
c. JN. 12:48 – It will only be his words that will judge us in that last day.  Not what I thought or someone else thought, but only his words will be the standard.  Slide #10
d. Excuse #1 – “But my family has always done it this way” – Answer – MATT. 10:37 – WHO IS LORD?  Are we just trying to be religious or do we truly want to be godly?  Slide #11
e. Excuse #2 – “But my preacher says” – Answer – GAL. 1:9 – WHO IS LORD?  Are we just trying to be religious or do we want to truly be godly?  Slide #12 – Slide #13 – Transition to next point
2. SALVATION – Slide #14
a. FAITH – JN. 8:24 – Jesus said if you do not believe in me (that I am the Son of God) you will die in your sins!!!

b. REPENTANCE – LUKE 13:3 – If we do not repent we will perish.  I.E. – Disease/ cure – Slide #15
c. CONFESSION – MATT. 10:32-33 – If we are not willing to confess Jesus our Lord he will not confess us before the Father in heaven.  Slide #16
d. BAPTISM – ACTS 2:38 – Notice Peters answer to their question, “what must we do?”  Repent and let everyone of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins…   Slide #17
e. Excuse #1 – “But I have always heard that baptism was not essential it was just an outward act of an inward response.”   Answer – Jesus says – MARK 16:16 – WHO IS LORD?  Do we just want to be religious or do we want to be godly?  Slide #18 – Slide #19 Transition to next point
3. THE LORD’S CHURCH – Slide #20
a. MATT. 16:18 – Many who call Jesus Lord, Lord are not a part of the church he established but rather they are a part of churches men established.  Jesus said he would build his church- singular not plural.

b. EPH. 1:22-23 – Slide #21 – Jesus is only the head over his church, which is his body – He is not head over the churches that men have established.

c. Excuse #1 – “But I was taught that church was not that important.”  Answer – ACTS 20:28 – Is something important if they cost of purchasing it was the blood of our savior Jesus Christ. WHO IS LORD?  Do we just want to be religious or do we want to be godly? Slide #22 – Slide #23 Transition to next point.
4. WORSHIP – Slide #24
a. JN. 4:23-24 – If we are to call Jesus Lord, Lord then we must worship God in spirit and truth.

b. JN. 17:17 – The word of God is truth so if we are to worship God in truth it must be as his word dictates to us. – Slide #25 – What does this worship in spirit and truth include?

c. PREACH - ACTS 20:7 – Paul preached unto them. The disciples were gather together on the first day of the week and Paul spoke to them truths from the word of God.  Slide #26
d. PRAY – 1 COR. 14:15-16 – Paul wanted them to understand the importance of prayer.  Slide #27
e. SING – COL. 3:16 – We are to sing with grace in our hearts to the Lord – Slide #28
f. LORD’S SUPPER – MATT. 26:26-28 – Jesus instituted it the apostles followed this command he left for us who would call him Lord, Lord. – Slide #29
g. GIVE – 1 COR. 16:1-2 – The example of the church in Corinth taking up a collection on the first day of the week.  Slide #30
h. EXCUSE #1 – “But I was taught it was not how you worship but who you worship!” – Answer MATT. 15:8-9 If we call Jesus Lord, Lord and yet we do not worship god as he instructs then our worship however sincere it may be is in vain.   WHO IS LORD?  Do we just want to be religious or do we want to be godly?  Slide #31- Slide #32 Transition to next point.
5. FAITHFUL LIVING – Slide #33
a. ROM. 12:1-2 – If we call Jesus Lord, Lord then our lives must be transformed by his word.  

b. 1 COR. 15:58 – We must be faithful and in order to do so we have to remain steadfast we must be consistent, persistent and never give up no matter how bleak the situation appears keep working for the Lord. – Slide #34
c. REV. 2:10 – Be faithful until death and we will receive the crown of life – the race of life is a marathon and many Christians hit the wall and quit.  We must endure to the end.  Slide #35
d. EXCUSE #1 – “I just do not think that church attendance is all that important!” Answer – HEB. 10:24-25 – WHO IS LORD?  Are we just trying to be religious or do we want to be godly?  Slide #36
e. EXCUSE #2 – “When I am angry I say just exactly what is on my mind, that is just the way I am!” – Answer – EPH. 4:31-32 – We are to put away evil speaking, WHO IS LORD?  Do we want to just be religious or do we want to truly be godly.  Slide #37
f. EXCUSE #3 – “I do not think the Lord is concerned about what people wear!”  He is very concerned about those who call him Lord, Lord and what they wear.  Answer – 1 TIM. 2:9-11 – WHO IS LORD?  Are we going to listen to God in every other area of our lives but ignore what he instructs us in his word concerning modesty.  Do we want to just be religious or do we want to truly be godly?  Slide #38
g. EXCUSE #4 – Worldliness – “Gambling, social drinking, recreational drugs all done in moderation are fine!”  Answer – 1 JN. 2:15-16 – Do not love the world or the things of the world – WHO IS LORD? – Do we just want to be religious or do we want to be godly?  Slide #39
h. EXCUSE #5 – “When it is convenient for me I’ll go to services!”  What are our priorities?  Answer – MATT. 6:33 – What are we seeking to be viewed by the world as a religious person or to be seen by God as one who is godly holy and set apart to do his will?  WHO IS LORD?  Slide #40
CONCLUSION – Slide #41

Are we guilty of just calling Jesus Lord,. Lord and not doing the things which he says for us to do.  

Are we content with the world viewing us as religious?  What about God and his view of us does that concern us in the least?  We all have to answer the question “WHO IS LORD” in my life?

If you are not a Christians then Jesus is not Lord in your life until you obey him. Maybe you are a Christian but your emphasis has been on being religious instead of being godly if so then repent today.  Renew your walk with God by faith!
