YOU WILL REAP WHAT YOU SOW

GALATIANS 6:7-8 (TEXT)

INTRODUCTION -  

The principle of sowing and reaping is universal and applies in both the spiritual and physical realm.  If you sow a kernel of corn it will produce a corn stalk that will produce ears of corn.  You are not surprised that it produces corn and not tomatoes. It is just following the physical law of “you will reap what you sow”.  According to our text, in God’s word if you sow to flesh you will reap corruption (a crop of failure), but if you sow to the spirit you will reap eternal life.

The majority of people in the world are going to reap a harvest of corruption, because they have sown to the flesh.  The question for us today is what type of seed are you sowing each day in your life? 

WHAT ARE YOU SOWING?
I. FRIENDSHIP WITH THE WORLD – 

A. JAMES 4:4 - If we choose to sow friendship with the world let’s consider what God’s word says we will reap.

B. ROM. 8:5-8 - The carnal mind is to be at enmity with God.

C. 1 JN. 2:15-17 - God’s word warns us against this. If we love the world it is for our own selfish motives and what I can get out of life from the physical point of view. 
D. 2 TIM. 3:1-2 - If we serve our own selfish motives constantly we will become lovers of self.  The world teaches us to look out for number one.
E. 2 TIM. 4:10 - Let’s see how God’s word describes one who loves himself and the world and how it will cause that person to act. The ultimate end of such decisions is that we will forsake the Lord and his cause.
F. TITUS 2:11-12 - Paul exhorted Titus to deny worldly lust. Denial of the world is part of Godly living.

II. DOCTRINES OF DEMONS -   

A. 1 TIM. 4:1-5 - God warns us of these people. We do not want to fall prey to these doctrines of demons.  

B. 2 THESS. 2:7-10 – How do we prevent falling prey to false doctrine? By knowing and loving the truth. We fall prey to these false teaching by not having the proper love for the truth.

C. JAMES 2:14-24 - Faith only is one of the false doctrines prevalent in the religious world today.  The bible simply does not teach this doctrine.

D. JOHN 6:28-29 - This doctrine of Faith only is a doctrine of man that the devil uses in the world today to lead many astray. It repudiates works of any type. Notice what Jesus said faith was/

E. MATT. 15:7-9 - Jesus rebuked the scribes and Pharisees for similar teaching they followed the commandments of men, but salvation is only available in Christ – ACTS 4:12
F. REV. 22:14-15 - If you sow false doctrine you reap the results of loving a lie more than loving God.
III. WILD OATS – Many people think it is advisable for a young person to sow their

wild oats.

A. ECCL. 11:9-12:1 - God ‘s word states that this is not sound advice – 

Solomon spoke from experience

B. 1 TIM. 4:12 - Let’s consider the advice Paul gave young Timothy.  Many young people do not heed God’s advice and as they sow their wild oats , they reap a lifetime of bad habits such as smoking, using profanity, drinking alcohol, drugs, and sexual immorality which results in unwanted, unloved illegitimate children and many times sadly ends in abortion which brings with it a lifetime of guilt.
C. PROV. 4:23 - This is why God instructs us –  “Keep thy heart with all diligence for out of it are the issues of life”.
IV. SEEDS OF INDIFFERENCE – 

A. REV. 3:14-17 - There are many Christians, members of the Lord’s church, who have obeyed the gospel plan of salvation yet instead of reaping the fruit of spiritual growth, they have chosen to sow the seed of indifference and as a result have become lukewarm. These described are those who think minimal service is acceptable.  They do not Realize or either they realize and do not care that by sowing indifference they will reap a crop of bitter failure – Unfaithfulness

B. 2 PET. 2:20-22 - These are no better off than those who believe in faith only as a matter of fact they are worse off.
C. HEB. 10:28-31 - If we sow indifference and are unfaithful we will reap the vengeance of God. Indifference to Christ and the blood that he shed will not be ignored by God. 
D. ROM. 8:1-2 - If we sow the law of the spirit we will not be indifferent and receive condemnation. Those who are in Jesus and walk after the spirit are free from death.

V. THE MOST IMPORTANT SEED – 
A. ROM. 1:16 – The gospel of Christ is the seed that has the power to save. If we plant this seed it will only produce a Christian – How does this take

Place?
B. ROM. 10:17 – The gospel message must be proclaimed so people can hear the truth.
C. JN. 8:24 – After hearing the gospel story they can now believe that Jesus is the Christ.
D. LUKE 13:3 – And believing Jesus they are willing to turn from their life of sin in repentance.

E. MATT. 10:32-33 – As a result of turning to Jesus they are willing to confess their faith in him.

F. GAL. 3:26-27 – Understanding that salvation is only in Christ – We must get there – How does this happen?  
G. ACTS 2:41, 47 – If this plan is sown in the hearts and lives of men and women it can only produce a Christian whom the Lord will add to his church.
CONCLUSION – 
What type of seed are you sowing?

Remember God’s principle for sowing and reaping. 

If you sow to the flesh you reap corruption.

If you sow to the spirit you reap eternal life.

The decision is yours corruption or eternal life?  
Will you decide to follow Jesus and his word of truth today?
