HOW ARE WE TO WALK

GENESIS 17:1
INTRODUCTION – In our text we see Abram was instructed by God to walk before him and be blameless.  What was God referring to when he instructed Abram to walk before him and be blameless?  God was actually telling Abram to conduct his manner of life and behavior in such a way that it would be pleasing to God. 

As Christians today we have the same obligation to walk before God realizing that God is aware of everything we do in our lives and how we conduct ourselves – HEB. 4:13
Paul addressing the Christians at Rome informs them as children of God they must walk in newness of life – ROM. 6:4 – they must no longer be conformed to the world but be transformed by the renewing of their mind.
The purpose of this lesson is for us to come to an understanding of how we are to walk and be pleasing to God.

HOW ARE WE TO WALK AS CHRISTIANS?

I. IN A  WORTHY MANNER – 

A. EPH. 4:1 – We must walk in a manner worthy of our calling.  We are called by the gospel which is the power of God to save us.  We are to walk in a manner worthy of the righteousness contained in the gospel.  The gospel alone contains the truths about the high standard we are to live by.

B. 1 THESS. 2:12 – Paul instructs the Christians at Thessalonica to walk in a manner worthy of God, his kingdom and his glory.  Do not at any time walk in such a way that brings shame or reproach upon Christy and his church.

C. COL. 1:10 – We are to walk in a way that is worthy of the Lord.  To do so we must be fruitful in every good work. Are you a fruit bearing Christian?  Are you a giver or taker?

D. ROM. 8:1, 4 – If we wear the name of Christ and are endeavoring to follow Christ then we will not walk after the flesh but the Spirit.

E. 1 THESS. 4:1 – Paul instructs the brethren at Thessalonica to walk in a way that pleases God.  We might ask how we accomplish this task. 2 COR. 5:7 – We walk by faith.
F. 3 JN. 4 – John exhorts the children of God to walk in truth.

II. AS CHILDREN OF LIGHT – 

A. GEN. 6:6-9 – In the Patriarchal age Noah pleased God by walking with him. We might ask in what sense? Noah walked with God by faith and obedience – GEN. 6:22
B. JOSH. 22:5 – How did the children of Israel have to walk? They had to walk in faith and obedience by walking in his ways and keeping his commandments.

C. MICAH 6:8 – What did the Prophet Micah reveal that God requires of his people?  To walk humbly with God.

D. 1 JN. 1:6-7 – What does God require of his children today? That we must avoid darkness and walk in the light.

E. EPH. 5:8 – As Christians we are no longer to live in darkness but now we seek light.  We are commanded to walk as children of light.  Do we do this?  What is the power of my example and influence in this world? 
III. IN A WAY THAT IS DIFFERENT FROM THE WORLD – 

A. EPH. 2:1-10 – We no longer walk according to the course of this world, but we walk in the good works of Jesus Christ.

B. EPH. 4:17-24 – We walk in a way that we put of the old man and our former conduct and put on the new man.

C. EPH. 5:1-7 – WE do not seek to imitate the world but seek to imitate God. We walk in love not in fornication, uncleanness, and covetousness as the world does.

D. EPH. 5:15 – As a Christian we must be careful how we walk.

E. ROM. 13:12-14 – We are to walk in such a way that we cast off the works of darkness and put on the armor of light.  We walk as those who have put on Christ – I.E. – Baptism

F. 1 PET. 2:21 – Having put on Christ in baptism we seek to follow or walk in his steps.

How are we walking?

Are we walking in a worthy manner? Christ – church – the gospel

Are we walking as children of light? Do we avoid darkness? 

Are we walking differently from the world? Or do we try to be just as close to the world as possible?
