THINGS OUR CHILDREN MUST KNOW – 5

GALATIANS 6:7-8
INTRODUCTION – Jesus often taught the truth by using agricultural examples. We will look at a few of those:

JN. 15:1 – The kingdom is compared to a vine – Jesus said. “I am the vine and my Father is the husbandman.”
JN. 10:11 – The kingdom is compared to a shepherd overseeing his flock of sheep – “I am the good shepherd and the good shepherd gives his life for the sheep.”
MATT. 25:32-33 – The final judgment is compared to the separation of sheep from the goats – “And before him shall be gathered all nations; and he shall separate them one from another, as a shepherd divides his sheep from the goats: and he shall set the sheep on his right hand and the goats on the left.”
The purpose of this lesson today is to learn about the law of harvest.  Just as every seed sown brings forth fruit after its own kind.  The law of harvest teaches us every act has it consequences.  The law of harvest is simple and most obvious, but one which is not often learned until it is too late.

Many people seem to think that we can stroll through life and live however we want without being held accountable for the choices we make.  In the end the law of harvest always catches up with us.

THINGS OUR CHILDREN MUST KNOW – 

I. THE INFALLIBLE LAW OF HARVEST – 

A. GEN. 1:11-12 – This rule is infallible in the natural or physical realm.

B. MATT. 13:24-30 – This parable of Jesus proves that the infallible law of harvest is indeed true. I.E. – Wheat – Tares
C. 2 COR. 9:6 – The law of harvest also applies in the spiritual realm in regard to the principle that should guide our contribution to the Lord.

D. HOSEA 10:12-13 – Are we sowing a crop of righteousness or wickedness?

II. ALL OF US ARE SOWING UNTO THE GREAT HARVEST – 

A. Sowing in the field of family relations – 

1. EPH. 6:4, COL. 3:21 – Fathers are given instructions as to how we are to sow.  Are we following the instructions of God?

2. TITUS 2:4 – Mothers are given instructions in regard to loving their children.  Teach them to respect and obey authority.

3. COL. 3:19 – Husbands are warned to not plant bitterness.  If you fail to listen to God’s instructions you will reap the destruction of your marriage and home.

4. EPH. 5:24 – When women fail to submit to their husband in any way they plant the seed of rebellion against the will of God.

B. We are sowing in the field of human relations – 

1. ROM. 12:18 – Live peaceably with all.  If it is possible strive to find some common ground.

2. PROV. 18:24 – In order to have friends we must show ourselves friendly by sowing the seeds of kindness, compassion and love.
3. PROV. 29:21 – In our employee/employer situations we need to treat others the way we would like to be treated.

4. ROM. 13:1-8 – Paul here speaks of our attitude toward our civil government.  If we sow resistance we reap damnation.

5. ROM. 12:19-21 – Do we seek and sow vengeance upon our enemies.  We actually overcome evil by sowing good.

C. We are sowing in the field of spiritual relations – 

1. HEB. 5:12-14 – What do we sow in regard to our personal bible study?

2. 2 COR. 9:6-10 – What do we sow in regard to our liberality?

3. MATT. 25:31-46 – What do we sow in regard to our service?

4. MATT. 6:1-8 – What do we sow in regard to our worship?

III. BE NOT DECEIVED – 

A. HOSEA 8:1-5 – You will reap what you sow! Those who sow to the wind will reap the whirlwind.  Be careful that you do not sow your wild oats and then pray for a crop failure.

B. ACTS 12:21-23 – Some reap their crop in real time – I.E. – Spring break – Some young person will lose their life due to the fact they made the choice to drink or use drugs – it could be related to an accident in a vehicle, being out to far in the water, or partying and jumping from balconies.  It happens every year. Why sowing wild oats - rite of passage – spring break.
C. LUKE 16:19-25 – Some will reap what they have sown in eternity.

CONCLUSION – 

There is a spiritual law of harvest.

All are subject to this law.

What are you sowing today, that you will reap tomorrow?
