WHAT DOES THE BIBLE TEACH – GOD’S NATURE - 4

INTRODUCTION – We are currently studying a series of lessons on the nature of God.   We need to understand the nature of the God as we seek to serve and worship him.  The purpose of these lessons is to help us begin to understand what the bible says about the nature of God.

THE NATURE OF GOD:
I. GOD IS LOVE – God displays his love to us each and every day.  Just at look at what he provides for us on a daily basis.  I. E. – Song “Count Your Many Blessings”
A. 1 JN. 4:8, 19 – How do we know about love? By knowing God. God has manifested his love to us thru his Son.

B. ROM. 5:8 – God loved us even when we were not worthy of his love because of our sin.

C. JN. 3:16 – God teaches us the nature of love is to give.   God loved us so much he gave his own Son.  How do we show our love for God?
D. JN. 14:15, 23-24 – God who is love says if we love him we will keep his commandments, we will keep his word.

E. 1 COR. 16:13-14 – God desires for us as his people to be partakers of his divine nature and do all that we do with love.   We cannot watch, stand fast in the faith be brave or strong without love.

II. GOD IS MERCIFUL – Where would we be without the mercy of God?   Lost in or sins and doomed to spend eternity in a devil’s hell.  We desire the mercy and compassion of others but do we ever extend it to others?
A. TITUS 2:11, 3:5 – How are we saved?  What has God done to provide salvation for us?  He has displayed his mercy!!!

B. MARK 16:15 – God displayed his mercy by giving the command to go into the entire world and preach the gospel – the good news the message of the mercy of God being available to all.

C. LUKE 18:9-14 – We need to learn the lesson from the parable of the Pharisee and tax collector that we truly need the mercy of God – vs. 13.

D. HEB. 4:16 – Do we as the people of God truly desire the mercy of God?   If we desire the mercy of God then we must come to God and approach him.

E. MATT. 9:35-38 – The scriptures notes many times that Jesus was moved with compassion.   The question for us is do we have compassion on those lost in sin and desire for them to experience the mercy of God?
III. GOD IS JUST – God is fair.  He is equitable.  His decisions are always based on justice and truth.
A. DEUT. 32:4 – The God we serve is a just God.  He is a God of truth.  He loves righteousness.

B. DAN. 4:37 – Notice the lesson that Nebuchadnezzar learned at a great cost.

C. REV. 15:3 – The ways of God are just and true.
D. ROM. 2:4-11 – Because God is a just God there will be no partiality with him.

E. 2 THESS. 1:7-9 – God’s justice demands that there will be punishment for those who reject his Son.  Even though many do not want to recognize his justice just his love.

F. ROM. 11:22 – Since God is a just God we will either receive his goodness or his severity.  Which do you want to receive?   The choice is up to you!!!

CONCLUSION – 

Are you a recipient of the love and mercy of God?
You will be a recipient of his justice.
