WHAT DOES THE BIBLE TEACH - JUDGMENT DAY
HEBREWS 9:24-28 – TEXT
INTRODUCTION – TEXT - The Hebrew writer makes it very plain that after death the judgment will follow, but there is much controversy in the religious world as to what will really happen on judgment day. Some even go so far as to say there will be no judgment but that when death comes we will be like rover dead all over.  No judgment – no punishment.

Today in our study we are going to examine what God’s word says concerning the Day of Judgment which it teaches is to come one day.

Note the description of the apostle John of the judgment scene – REV. 20:11-15 – The book of life was opened – every man was judged – if your name was not found in the book of life you will be cast into the lake of fire.

Note the description of the apostle Paul – 2 COR. 5:10-11 – We must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ.

Note what Jesus taught in regard to the judgment – MATT. 12:36-37 – We will give account of every idle word we speak in the judgment.
JN. 12:42-50 – We will stand in judgment condemned with the Pharisees if we do not pay heed to the authoritative words of Jesus and obey them.  This is why it is important what we believe (doctrine) and what we do (deeds).  What does God’s word teach us about judgment day?

JUDGMENT DAY IS…

I. CERTAIN DAY – 

A. ACTS 17:30-32 – The scriptures clearly teach that God has appointed a day in which he will judge the world.  God decided before the world began he would appoint a day that he would judge the world by his Son – Jesus.

B. ROM. 14:10-12 – The judgment will include everyone, no one will escape judgment.  No one will speak on your behalf.  We will stand, bow and confess individually before God.

C. HEB. 10:23-27 – In view of the certainty of this day what type of life should we live. 
D. TITUS 1:1-2 – Though some may scoff at the idea of judgment God who cannot lie warns of this day that is coming.  

II. TERRIFYING DAY – 

A. ACTS 24:24-25 – When Paul preached to Felix, he included inhis teaching the subject of the judgment. This subject terrified this great ruler because he knew he was unprepared.  We probably do not preach about his subject often enough but we need to hear lessons on the judgment so we will examine our lives in view of judgment.

B. 2 COR. 5:10-11 – Paul used the fear of judgment to persuade men

C. REV. 14:10-11 – Judgment day will be a terrifying day to those who have not obeyed the gospel.  On this day the wrath of God will be poured out on those who have rejected his teachings.  Think of spending eternity receiving the wrath of God, the God who said have no other gods before me, but we went right ahead and worshipped the gods of materialism and humanism.  Vss 12-13 he contrasts eternity for his children.
D. MARK 9:43-48 – God gives us a vivid description on Hell so hopefully we would be smart enough to choose not to go there.

III. DAY OF REPAYMENT – 

A. HEB. 2:1-3 – Shall we escape the judgment of God if we neglect the great salvation he has offered to us thru his Son – Jesus.  The obvious answer is NO!!!  God wants there to be no misunderstanding that every transgression and every disobedience will receive a just reward. What if judgment day came today – what is the condition of your soul?  Are you neglecting this great salvation?

B. HEB. 10:28-31 – God will repay all who have lived a life of rebellion toward his word with the eternal fires of Hell.

C. ROM. 12:17 – God is the one who will repays for all the evil committed.

D. ECCL. 12:13-14 – God knows everything about you even the things no else knows but you.  

IV. MELTING DAY – 

A. 2 PET. 3:3-12 – In the physical realm all the earthly riches and luxuries will be destroyed?  Where is your treasure? If it is one earth it will all be destroyed, nothing will endure.

B. MATT. 6:19-21 – Listen to what Jesus tells us to do. Where is your heart today? If it lies with the treasures of this world they will be consumed.

C. JOSHUA – 2:9-11 – Example of Rahab hiding the spies.  Oh that our hearts would melt and we would repent when we consider the awesome power of God.

V. INESCAPABLE DAY – 

A. 2 THESS. 1:7-9 – Just like in the garden when Adam and Eve tried to hide from God there will be no place to hide on judgment day.  None shall escape the judgment of God!!!

B. REV. 6:15-17 – The word of God describes the futility of trying to hide from God’s wrath.  In symbolic language it is made very clear there is just no way to escape from the wrath of God.

C. ROM. 2:1-11 – Paul taught the Romans the judgment of God is inescapable because God is no respecter of persons.  There will be no dream team of lawyers to defend you at judgment.  At judgment you will truly get the reward that you deserve.

VI. DAY OF VICTORY – 

A. 1 COR. 15:20-28 – Do you want to be on the winning side?  Those who are made in Christ will be made alive and Christ will deliver us to the Father.  As a result it is a day of victory for those who are Christians.

B. 1 COR. 15:51-58 – Death does not sting and the grave cannot claim victory over one who is in Christ.  When Christ comes again all who hear his voice will go to God in judgment.
C. REV. 20:10-15 – Final victory of Christ is described.  At this time he will have conquered Satan, death, and sin completely.  The victory is glorious and the defeat is the total destruction of his enemies.

CONCLUSION – 

Are you ready for the judgment day?

If not you have time yet to prepare – 2 COR. 6:2 – “…Behold now is the accepted time behold now is the day of salvation.”
