JESUS – HOW CAN WE BE MORE LIKE HIM?
LUKE 6:40 TEXT
INTRODUCTION – LUKE 6:40 - A disciple is not above his teacher, but everyone who is perfectly trained will be like his teacher. 

The text clearly points out that in order to be a disciple of Christ we must strive to become more like him. Simply by wearing the name Christian we imply we are striving to become more like the master everyday as it is defined as an adherent of Jesus.

Does the Bible emphasize the need to become more like Jesus?

Paul says we need to have the mind of Christ.  Where is that revealed to us? Scriptures

PHIL. 2:5 - Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ Jesus,
1 PET. 2:21 - For to this you were called, because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that you should follow His steps: I.E. – Son who tries to walk in his father’s shoes.
1 JN. 2:6 - He who says he abides in Him ought himself also to walk just as He walked.  How did Jesus walk? in love, in truth, and in the light.

EPH. 4:20-24 – God wants us to go thru a complete spiritual makeover - But you have not so learned Christ, 21 if indeed you have heard Him and have been taught by Him, as the truth is in Jesus: 22 that you put off, concerning your former conduct, the old man which grows corrupt according to the deceitful lusts, 23 and be renewed in the spirit of your mind, 24 and that you put on the new man which was created according to God, in true righteousness and holiness. Most people think in terms of physical makeovers but God is more interested on what is on the inside(new man)than what is showing on the outside.

1 JN. 3:1-3 - Behold what manner of love the Father has bestowed on us, that we should be called children of God! Therefore the world does not know us, because it did not know Him. 2 Beloved, now we are children of God; and it has not yet been revealed what we shall be, but we know that when He is revealed, we shall be like Him, for we shall see Him as He is. 3 And everyone who has this hope in Him purifies himself, just as He is pure.   We need to begin now to become more like him as we live day by day!!!
WHAT WAS JESUS LIKE?
1. Jesus obeyed his parents he was subject unto them. 
A. LUKE 2:51 – He was willing to submit to his parents
B. EPH. 6:1-3 – Children obey your parents
2. Jesus grew up in a well rounded sort of way: 
A. LUKE 2:52 - Wisdom - mental development; Stature – physical development; Favor with God - spiritual development; and in favor with man – social development.

3. Jesus was baptized 
A. MATT. 3:13-15 - Not for the forgiveness of sins as he had none to be forgiven but in order to fulfill al righteousness. We can notice from verse 17 that he pleased God by doing this.  
B. MARK 16:15-16 – Jesus commands us to be baptized.
4. Jesus was compassionate toward the less fortunate.

A. LUKE 7:11-15 – He was moved with compassion on those who were mourning.

B. MATT. 20:29-34 – Jesus had compassion on two blind men.

5. Jesus knew when to keep silent. 
A. MATT. 27:12-14 – He did not defend himself or claim his rights were being violated.
B. EPH. 4:29-32 – Do we know when it is best to say nothing?
6. Jesus regarded doing the will of the Father as supreme. 

A. JN. 6:38 – Jesus did not come to do his own will.

B.  JN. 8:29 – Jesus expressed his love for God by doing his will.

C. MATT. 26:37-39 – In the garden he still was willing to do the will of the 

     Father.  What about us how important is it to us to do the will of our heavenly 

     Father? 
7. Regularly attended worship services – 

A. LUKE 4:16 - It was his custom. What is your custom when it comes to assembling to worship God and study his holy word?  
B. HEB. 10:25 – What is our attitude toward assembling is it like the attitude exemplified by Jesus.
8. Jesus was zealous for God’s house reacted with righteous indignation – 
A. JN. 2:13-17 – His zeal prompted him to take a stand.
B. 1 COR. 15:58 – Be steadfast- unmovable – abounding in the work

9. Jesus loved everyone.

A. JN. 13:1,34-35 – He loved them unto the end

B. JN. 11:1-5, 36 – Jesus loved Martha. Mary, and Lazarus. Do we openly express our love for others?
10. Jesus graciously allowed deeds of kindness
A. LUKE 8:1-3 – Jesus accepted acts of kindness.  What about us?
B. JN. 12:3-8 – Loving act of kindness by Mary.
11. Suffered wrongfully – 

A. JN. 15:25 – The Jews hated Jesus without a cause.

B. 1 PET. 2:23 – Jesus patiently endured suffering. Can we endure suffering and persecution wrongfully?

12. Jesus was attentive to little children – 

A. MARK 10:13-16 – He took time for little ones.

13. Jesus forgave his enemies even without their having repented.

A. LUKE 23:33-34 – Jesus extended forgiveness to those who were crucifying him.  We must do the same do not harbor ill will toward our fellow man.

B. ROM. 12:17-18 – Live peaceably with all men.  This cannot be accomplished if we do not forgive others.

14. Jesus felt sorry for those who are lost – 

A. MATT. 9:36-38 – He viewed the lost as sheep with no shepherd.
B. LUKE 9:51-56 – Jesus desired to save the lives of men not destroy them.
CONCLUSION – 

How close are we to being like Jesus?

Let it be our goal that each and everyday we become more and more like Jesus.

If your life as a Christian is nothing like the life of Jesus then repent today and make things right with the Lord.

If you realize you need Jesus in your life because you are in sin, but you desire to be like Jesus, then obey him today – HEB. 5:8-9
