A ZEALOUS AND FAITHFUL CHRISTIAN - 2

 1 COR. 1:9 – TEXT

INTRODUCTION – If God is faithful and we are called by Him we have fellowship with His Son.  Does it not stand to reason that God who is faithful to us would also want us to be faithful to Him and zealous in our service to the Lord.   Remember 2 PET. 1:5-11 we are to add to our faith.

A ZEALOUS AND FAITHFUL CHRISTIAN:

1. CANNOT BE FOOLISH WITH TIME, BUT WILL BE WISE AND REDEEM IT
a. How people spend time foolishly.

i. 1 TIM. 6:9-10 – Seeking riches.

ii. HEB. 5:12-14 – Not preparing to teach.

iii. ACTS 17:19-21 – Debating the philosophies of men.

iv. LUKE 15:11-14 – Squandering blessings from God.

b. How to spend our time.

i. EPH. 5:15-17 – Use our time to understand God’s will.

ii. COL. 4:5-6 – Be a good example to those outside of Christ.

iii. PROV. 11:30 – “….He that winneth souls is wise.”

iv. LUKE 2:49 – Jesus knew what was important.

2. CANNOT BE CORRUPT IN COMMUNICATION, BUT WILL BE SOUND IN SPEECH
a. EPH. 4:29-32 – Evil communication is something that is to be put away from us as Christians.

b. JAMES 1:25-26 – Bridling our tongue includes Profanity, gossip, lies, teaching false doctrine.

c. COL. 3:5-10 – We are to mortify (put to death) filthy communication out of our mouth.

d. TITUS 2:6-10 – We as Christians need to have sound speech that cannot be condemned.

e. JAMES 3:8-13 – James tells us why we need to be sound in speech – the dangers of the tongue; deadly evil – full of deadly poison.  It has destroyed friendships, marriages, developed hate, gendered murder, and caused wars

f. EPH. 4:15 – That is why we should speak the truth in love.

3. CANNOT BE NEGLECTFUL IN OBEDIENCE, BUT WILL BE CAREFUL TO MAINTAIN GOOD WORKS

a. JAMES 4:17 – “Therefore to him that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin.”
b. 2 CHRON. 29:11 - When Hezekiah reestablished God’s worship what did he instruct the priest to not be guilty of.

c. HEB. 2:1-3 – We can neglect our salvation. How?

d. HEB. 5:8-9 – He is the author of eternal salvation only to those whop obey Him.

e. MATT. 25:31-46 - Those cast into everlasting fire were neglectful and those who gained eternal life had been diligent in their obedience to God.

f. TITUS 3:3-8 – The only way man can be saved is by the grace of God but he must maintain good works.

g. TITUS 2:11-16 – Living soberly is doing those things that are righteous and godly.

CONCLUSION – Are you truly being a zealous and faithful Christian?  If not then you need to repent today.  If you are not a Christian you can become one today.
