A ZEALOUS AND FAITHFUL CHRISTIAN - 6

NEEDS CONFIDENCE – HEBREWS 3:1-6 – TEXT

INTRODUCTION – All Christians need confidence.  Confidence comes about as a result of practical experience and repetition.  HEB. 3:1-6 - Many Christians fall away from service to God and never reach the point of being zealous and faithful as Christians because they lose their confidence in God.  The only way we hold fast to the end is to have our confidence in God. PSA. 115:1-9 - David exhorted Israel to place their confidence  (trust) in the Lord.   In order to have a strong confidence in God we must fear him – PROV. 14:26-27 – The problem is many Christians do not truly fear (respect with a mindset to obey) Jehovah and strive to do His will.  Is your faith floundering then put your full confidence in God you do not have to fall away – HEB. 6:9-12 - You can be that zealous and faithful Christian that God desires if you are diligent unto the end – I.E. – World Series – they have hope to the end that they can win and be victorious.  Listen to the wise Proverb – PROV. 3:21-26 – How do I bolster my confidence?  Thru Bible study, prayer, placing my confidence in God and his word.
ALL CHRISTIANS NEED CONFIDENCE:
1. PURPOSE – God has a purpose for us.  He wants us to be saved and faithfully serve Him by placing our confidence in him.
a. EPH. 3:1-12 – We can have boldness and confidence if we are following His eternal purpose.

b. Coach, does this conditioning have or serve a purpose?  Players need to have confidence that it will help them win a close ball game in the 4th quarter. ACTS 11:21-23 – Do we have purpose in our heart to cleave to the Lord?

2. ATONING BLOOD – We can have confidence in the atoning power of the blood of Jesus.
a. ROM. 5:6-11 – Jesus paid the atonement price for us and we can have confidence in the power of that blood.

b. EPH. 1:3-7 – The blood of Christ redeems us form our sin.  It has the power to forgive sin and we can have confidence that our sins are forgiven.

3. TRUTH – Many who profess faith in Christ are not willing to place their confidence in the truth he has revealed to us.  If you want confidence place your trust and faith in God’s powerful word of truth.

a. PSA. 91:1-6 – Do we trust God?  Do we follow his word of truth? Or do we trust men?

b. 1 THESS. 1:13 – The truth will effectually work in one who believes and puts their confidence in the word because it comes from God.
4. OBEDIENCE – If we daily obey the truth we will become that zealous and faithful Christian that God desires.

a. 2 THESS. 3:1-5 – By obeying His will we show that we have confidence in God.

b. MATT. 7:21-27 – Do we want to be wise or foolish?

5. INTEGRITY – If we hold fast to our integrity, we will maintain our confidence.
a. JOB 27:1-6 – We know the story of job and how he maintained his integrity.  He kept his confidence in God.

b. HEB. 10:22-24 – We must maintain a true heart one that is confident in its faith in God.

6. UNBIASED JUDGMENT – We can maintain confidence that we will receive unbiased judgment.

a. ACTS 10:34-35 – God is no respecter of persons.

b. 2 COR. 5:6-10 – Are you confident of the verdict to be handed down at judgment?
