IMPORTANT QUESTIONS – 8
INTRODUCTION – We have been discussing some important questions and what the Bible says as it answers these questions. We must remind ourselves and be vigilant to remember that it does not matter what you or I think or feel about this question   What we need to know and understand is what God says about our question in his word. The important question we want to ask today. Is being a godly mother important?  

The purpose of our lesson today is to understand the importance placed on being godly mothers.  What does the bible teach us in this important matter?  We will look at three examples in the scriptures.

GODLY MOTHERS – 

I. HANNAH – First we want to look at an example from the Old Testament time period.

A. 1 SAM. 1:10-11 – Hannah made a personal request from God with a promise attached.   It is sad to say but the world is full of mothers today who have made promises to God but have not kept them.   Godly mothers keep their promises to God and to their children – I.E. - Field Day – Mom promises to show up, but never makes it to that event.

B. 1 SAM. 2:18-21 – Hannah although keeping a difficult promise to God lovingly cared for her son Samuel.

C. 1 SAM. 3:19-21 – When Samuel grew up to be respected as a prophet of God do you think his mother Hannah ever thought that all the sacrifices she unselfishly made because of her great love for her son were not worth all the trouble she went thru?
D. 1 SAM. 7:15 – If your child faithfully served God all the days of their life how would that make you feel as a mother?   There could be no greater satisfaction in this life than to know that the soul of your child is right with God.

II. ELIZABETH – The name means “God is my oath” or “a worshipper of God”   This is one woman who truly lived up to her name.
A. LUKE 1:5-7 – Elizabeth and her husband walked in righteous which means they walked or lived according to the commandments and ordinances of God.

B. LUKE 1:13-17 – God told them their son would serve a special purpose.  He would turn many of the children of Israel to the Lord.  Do our children have a special purpose today when they come into this world? 

C. ECCL. 12:1, 13 – Did Elizabeth do her job as a mother? Remember now your Creator in the days of your youth, Before the difficult days come, And the years draw near when you say, "I have no pleasure in them": 13 Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter: Fear God and keep His commandments, For this is man's all. 

D. LUKE 1:57-63 – Elizabeth obeyed God’s commands regarding circumcision and giving him the appropriate name. So what type of example do you think she set before her child? Children need a consistent pattern to follow so they understand their boundaries.  What is acceptable and what is unacceptable.
E. LUKE 1:80 – Elizabeth was indeed a godly mother as she raised John in such a way that he grew both physically and spiritually.  When it came time for John to begin his ministry was he prepared?  Yes, largely due to the effect of a godly mother.
III. MARY – The mother of Jesus.
A. LUKE 2:16-19 – Mary was the mother of Jesus and children have a special place in the heart of godly mothers.  It is so sad that some today do not even want their children to be born. A godly mother has proper view toward the sanctity of life. You may be an adult but you will always be your mother’s child.

B. LUKE 2:21-24, 27 - Mary was the mother of Jesus but she was still obedient to the law.

C. LUKE 2:40 – She fulfilled her responsibility as a mother under the law.

D. DEUT. 6:4-7 – Children were to be taught about God.  Many mothers today just do not see the importance of teaching their children about God.

E. LUKE 2:51-52 – The mother is greatly responsible for shaping the mental, physical, spiritual, and social development of a child.   Mary did her job
