EXHORTATIONS – 17 - LIGHT
JOHN 8:12 – TEXT
INTRODUCTION – We are currently studying a series of lessons on exhortations. Today in our lesson we will examine the exhortations from God’s word concerning light.

Remember our definition of the word exhort - we defined this word - as to call to one’s side, to entreat, to beseech, to urge, to propel, to urge forward, to urge one to pursue some course of conduct, to advise, to warn, and to encourage. 

READ TEXT –  JOHN 8:12
The purpose of this lesson is to come to a greater understanding of what the Bible says about the subject of light and how it affects on our lives. So let’s open our bibles and begin the study of these exhortations given to us by God.

EXHORTATIONS – LIGHT

I. GOD IS THE SOURCE – Light is always associated with God his goodness, righteousness, and his truth. 

A. GEN. 1:3 – God is the very source of truth both in the physical and spiritual sense of the word.

B. EX. 10:23 – God always provides light for his people.

C. PSA. 4:6 – The very countenance of God is associated with light.

D. ISA. 60:19 – God’s light is everlasting unlike the bulbs that today provide light for us and will always at some time in the future need to be replaced.
E. JN. 9:1-5 – In our text we saw where Jesus said he is the light of the world and if we choose to follow him we cannot walk in darkness. Jesus again proclaims himself to be the light of the world. 

F. JN. 12:46 – Jesus provided light so men could come to the point of believing.

G. 1 JN. 1:5 – The apostle John who was an eyewitness of Jesus states that God is light and in him is no darkness at all.

II. THE WORD OF GOD AND LIGHT – The word of God reveals the truth that is often referred to as light.
A. PSA. 119:105 – The word of God provides light for our pathway.
B. PSA. 119:130 – This word of light provides understanding for us.

C. ISA. 8:20 – If men choose not to speak and act according to the word then it is because there is no light in them. God’s word should dwell in us as a guiding light.

D. ACTS 26:15-23 – Paul was sent to the Gentiles to preach the gospel, the word of God, to them in order to turn them from darkness to light. Paul was proclaiming the truth of God word which is the gospel the light to both the Jews and Gentiles.

E. JN. 1:6-14 – The light that came into the world is the actual word that became flesh.

F. 3 JN. 4 – The apostle John affirms there is no greater joy than to know those who are children of God are walking in truth – light of God’s word!

III. LIGHT AND THE CHRISTIAN – How should light affect us as Christians?
A. ROM. 13:12-14 – As Christians we must put on the armor of light.

B. EPH. 5:8 – We should walk as children of light since light is diametrically opposed to darkness.
C. JN. 3:19 – Light should motivate us as children of God to obey the truth.

D. 1 PET. 2:9 – Light makes us part of the special people of God who have obtained mercy.

E. 1 JN. 1:7 – Light allows us to be in fellowship with God if we are willing to walk in it.

F. 1 JN. 2:9-10 – If we are in the light we are encouraged to love our brother.

G. REV. 21:22-27 – As Christians we will spend eternity dwelling in light in heaven.

H. REV. 22:1-5 – Description of the beauty of heaven and that there will be no night there.

CONCLUSION – 

God is light and in him is no darkness at all.

The word of God provides light for our path.

Are we walking in the light?
