MEN OF FAITH AND INTEGRITY - 3

HEBREWS 11:5

INTRODUCTION – The spiritual definition of integrity is one who is faithful and obedient to the words of God.  From the beginning of time God’s people have needed leaders.  Men of faith and integrity have always been recognized by God.

A leader requires character, stamina, and backbone.  Through out the bible God provides us with examples of men who responded to the instructions of God by faith. The purpose of this lesson is to help us understand the qualities that makeup the character of a faithful man such as Enoch

ENOCH - A MAN OF FAITH AND INTEGRITY: 

I. WALKED WITH GOD – 

A. GEN. 5:24 – This manifested his righteousness and integrity.  He walked with God.  We might ask what does walking with God involve. Answer – Faith we cannot walk with God if we do not have faith.  What did Enoch do to walk with God and display his faith.

B. GEN. 4:26 – Just as Seth (one of the patriarchs) had done he called on the name of the Lord. 
C. GEN. 4:3-4 – Offered sacrifices to God just as Cain and Able were required to do.

D. 2 COR. 5:7 – We are instructed to walk by faith also.   Are we doing this right now in our lives or have we gotten discouraged and are thinking about throwing in the towel and giving up.  Maybe we get discouraged because we are not exactly sure how we are to walk.

E. EPH. 5:1-2, 8-11, 15-17 – Paul is instructing the brethren in Ephesus how they are to walk.  These are some of God’s guidelines for walking with him.   How are we doing?
II. ENDURED – 
A. GEN. 5:22 – Enoch walked with God for 300 years.   How long have you been walking with God? What can we gather from that example?.

B. MATT. 24:11-12 – Enoch was a man of endurance.  Enoch did not allow his love to grow cold.  He endured and as a result he was blessed.
C. JAMES 1:12 – That is the very same thing God promises to us today if (conditional) we endure.

D. 1 TIM. 6:12 – Paul encourage Timothy to continue to fight the good fight of faith.  Look to the reward when you are facing trying times.

E. 1 COR. 15:58 – Be steadfast, unmovable was the exhortation of Paul to the Corinthians.  Be consistent, be persistent and be dependable in your walk with the Lord.

III. PLEASED GOD – HEB. 11:5 – Oh, that it could be said of all here today that we are living a life that pleases God.
A. HEB. 11:6 – Enoch pleased God the way that all men please God, because he lived by faith.

B. AMOS 3:3 – This principle applies to our spiritual walk with God.  Two cannot walk together unless they are agreed. The faith of Enoch was in agreement with God.  Many people today claim to be walking with God, but we cannot walk with God unless we agree with his divine instructions.                                         I. E. – Works – Salvation – Work of the church etc.
C. DEUT. 6:1-9 – Enoch pleased God and was a diligent father.  How do we know this you night ask?   Look at his grandson – Noah

D. GAL. 1:10 – Enoch was more concerned with pleasing God than with pleasing man.

E. HEB. 11:5 – Enoch was translated ( he was carried over and did not see death)  He passed over physical death, but we can pass over spiritual death – COL. 1:13-14 – We can be translated (carried across into God’s kingdom)
