MEN OF FAITH AND INTEGRITY – 5
HEBREWS 11:23-29

INTRODUCTION – Moses truly was a man who possessed a deep and abiding faith in God.  Moses demonstrated integrity and his faith in many events through out his life.  God is still looking for men of faith and integrity today – PROV. 20:6-7 – The wise man instructs us that God desires to find faithful men; men who are righteous; men who have integrity.  Most men will proclaim each his own goodness, But who can find a faithful man? 7 The righteous man walks in his integrity; His children are blessed after him. 
What is one of the problems facing our great nation.  I.E. – Political parties there is a vacuum of men of integrity and look at the resulting problems.   Do we think the church will not be affected if we do not have men of faith and integrity today?  
Integrity is something we must cling to – I.E. – JOB 27:5 - Far be it from me that I should say you are right; Till I die I will not put away my integrity from me. 

The purpose of this lesson is to help us see the faith-integrity-obedience of Moses.

FAITH-INTEGRITY-OBEDIENCE OF MOSES: Vs. 23 – Moses was said to be a proper child – beautiful.  Why was Moses considered proper?  Definition - Proper – a peculiar treasure or well born.
I. PROPER CHOICE – 
A. ECCL. 12:1 – Moses made the right decision.  He chose good when he could have chosen evil. He chose right when he could have chosen wrong, he chose poverty when he could have chosen wealth, he chose God when he could have chosen Satan  Young people if you want to be people of faith and integrity then begin serving God in your youth.  Make the right choice!!!

II. PROPER REFUSAL – 
A. PHIL. 3:7-11 - Moses displayed faith and integrity when he said no to vanity, wealth and power.   Look at everything he could have at his finger tips if he would forsake his God and his people.  I. E – Paul also displayed integrity.   How about us?  Is our faith on display for others to observe?
III. PROPER FEAR – 

A. MATT. 10:28 – Verse 27 – Moses did not fear the King but rather he feared God. Moses manifested his fear of God in his decisions because of his awe, reverence, and respect he held for God.   Do we actually fear God today?   If we do not then we cannot be people of faith, integrity and obedience
B. HEB. 13:6 – Oftentimes we do not fear God but rather we fear man.  We have it completely backwards.  We respect and reverence God because we trust him.

IV. PROPER VALUES – 
A. PROV. 8:17-21 – Moses by his decision teaches us what is of true value in this life.  Moses had priorities properly aligned.  Moses knew the value of loving God, diligently seeking him. True riches and honor can only be attained by serving God.  Many of the problems we have in our society are a direct result of people in their wisdom rejecting what God tells us is truly important in this life.  We think we know better than God and as a result we become people who have no faith, no integrity and we are rebellious instead of obedient.
V. PROPER ESTEEM – 

A. PSA. 119:128 - Moses had proper esteem for God’s word.  Esteem is defined as that which we count as important.  We need to recapture that mindset today among God’s people.

B. PHIL. 2:1-5 – Moses esteemed the needs of others greater than his own just as Jesus did and just as we should do if we desire to be people of faith and integrity.  When is the last time you put the needs of others ahead of your needs.

VI. PROPER MEEKNESS – 

A. NUM. 12:3 - Moses was a man of humility.  The bible declares he was the meekest man on the face of the earth.   His spirit was God tamed.  He exercised self control, so God used him to the fullest degree.  What do we see prevalent today?  Pride, arrogance, self seeking, unbridled greed.
B. EPH. 4:1-3 – Do the people of God need meekness and humility to please the Lord, assist others and help the church to grow?

VII. PROPER FORSAKING – 

A. HEB. 12:1-3 – Moses forsook Egypt and all the ties of his Egyptian childhood and so we are called on as the people of God to do the same thing.  As Christians we must forsake our sinful environment, our sinful habits, and we must be willing to sever ties with family and friends if necessary in order to serve God and be pleasing to Him.
VIII. PROPER ENDURANCE – 

A. MATT. 13:20-21 – Often as Christians we become discouraged  and do not endure persecution but Moses endured ridicule from his own people and was persecuted at the hand of Egypt and still retained his integrity and faith.

B. JAMES 1:2-4, 12 – Moses received the reward for enduring and so can we.

IX. PROPER SUFFERING – 

A. 1 PET. 4:12-16 – Moses realized that he would have to suffer when he gave up his place with Pharoah’s daughter and he would then suffer with the Israelites. Even this suffering would not last and we should have the same attitude.   Moses glorified God thru his suffering.   How much glory do we give to God when we are called on to suffer as Christians?
B. 1 PET. 3:13-15 – We are blessed if we are allowed to suffer for the cause of Christ. ,and it is only temporary – ROM. 8:18 - For I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory which shall be revealed in us.
X. PROPER RESPECT – 

A. MARK 10:28-30 - Moses had respect for the recompense of reward.  He knew the reward was eternal life.  He looked to the reward instead of the suffering.  He looked to the blessing instead of the problems.  He focused on the goal.  We need to be like Moses and remain focused (tunnel vision) on heaven.   Do not lose focus and become distracted!!!

B. PSA. 19:7-11 – Moses understood the truth of the psalmist.  Moses made a proper evaluation of the wages of sin and rejected them, instead he decided the reward God offered was greater than any treasure man could compile – it indeed is the great reward.
CONCLUSION – 

Moses was a man of faith-integrity-obedience.

Why?

Moses made the proper choices.

How about us?
