TRUTH – BIBLE TRUTHS ABOUT LIGHT

GENESIS 1:1-5
INTRODUCTION – If I asked you the question is light (physical) very important in our daily lives.  You would probably respond of course it is just look at the various sources of light we are using right now as we worship.  God created the physical light we have and said it was good.

In our study today it is our purpose to study the truths about light not from the physical standpoint but rather from the spiritual view and ask the question is light important to us.

Let’s open our Bibles and look at what God word teaches us about light.

BIBLE TRUTHS ABOUT LIGHT:

I. GOD IS LIGHT – 

A. PSA. 89:15 – If we could see the face of God his countenance would be that of light so bright we would not be able to approach it.
B. EX. 24:17 –Just the sight of the glory of the Lord (not the Lord himself) was like a consuming fire.

C. 1 JN. 1:5 – John the apostle of love states emphatically that God is light and in him there is no darkness at all.

D. PSA. 119:105, 129-130 – The psalmist reiterates that the very words of God serve as a light to our path and if we are willing to allow the word of God entrance into our lives that not only will it provide light but it will also give us understanding.

E. JN. 8:12- If we are to be disciples of Christ we must acknowledge that he is the light of the world and follow him.  We cannot walk in darkness!

F. JN. 12:46 – The purpose of Christ coming into the world was so we would not have to abide in darkness.
G. MATT. 5:14-16 – We prove that we are disciple of Christ by walking in the light and allowing the light of God’s love to shine in us.

II. GOD’S CHILDREN WALK IN LIGHT – 

A. ROM. 13:11-14 – The Bible clearly points out that God is light and in him is no darkness at all! So if we claim to be children of God we must walk in the light.  In order to walk in the light we must put on the armor of light so we can walk properly.

B. EPH. 5:8-14 – Why do we sometimes have difficulty walking in the light?  Because we were once darkness and now we must walk as children of light and Satan tempts us to go back to our old way of walking.

C. COL. 1:10-14 – We must now walk as saints in light since we have been delivered from the power of darkness.  Since God is light he can deliver us from this power.

D. 1 THESS. 5:1-6 – As sons of light we will live a life that prepares us for the day when the Lord returns.
E. 1 PET. 2:9-10 – As Christians – members of the body of Christ we are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation which has been called out of darkness into light.  Is that what others see in us?

F. 1 JN. 1:5-7 – Since God is light – if we desire to have fellowship with him we must walk in the light.   How are you walking?  Light or darkness?   Does it really matter?

III. ETERNITY – It is our choice in this life as to whether we will walk in light or darkness.  God decides our eternal destination based on our choices.
A. REV. 3:4 – If we desire to walk in white and our name appear in the Lamb’s book of life we must overcome.  There were still a few in Sardis that were walking in the light.  Are you walking in the light?

B. REV. 21:22-27 – Description of eternity as a place of light. Nothing that defiles, causes an abomination or a lie can dwell in this place.
C. REV. 22:1-5 – There will be no night there for God gives the light with his presence.

D. MATT. 25:30 – The unprofitable servant was cast into outer darkness to spend eternity separated from the presence of God (light).

E. JUDE 12-13 – This place of blackness and darkness is reserved for those who shamefully serve self instead of serving the true and living God.

CONCLUSION – 

God is light and in him is no darkness at all.

As children of God we must walk in the light!
