TRUTH – 8

HEBREWS 9:27

INTRODUCTION – I am sure we have all heard the old saying that there are only two things in life we cannot avoid – death and taxes. This phrase is used because these things are inevitable. But in the spiritual realm of our life there are really two things we cannot possibly avoid and they are death and judgment – TEXT – HEB. 9:27 - And as it is appointed for men to die once, but after this the judgment, 

The purpose of our lesson today is to examine the truths revealed to us in the word of God about this important subject.

TRUTH – DEATH & JUDGMENT:

I. DEATH IS CERTAIN – The scriptures affirm death is inescapable.

A. GEN. 2:7 – God and God alone is the giver and sustainer of life.

B. GEN. 3:17-19 – When man chose to disobey God and by doing so sin he brought the consequences of sin into the world.

C. JOSH. 23:14 – As Joshua gives his farewell address to the children of Israel he tells them he is going the way of all the earth (all flesh).   He knew there was no escaping death.

D. JOB 30:23 – Job realized death was an appointment for all the living and that this was an appointment that no one can cancel.

E. PSA. 89:48 – Psalmist poses some questions in regard to death.  What are the answers to the two questions?

II. WHY DO WE DIE? Death comes to us as the result or consequence of sin..

A. ROM. 5:12 – We die because sin is in the world and sin is like an epidemic in that it spreads death to all men.

B. ROM. 3:23 – ALL die because ALL sin.  None can escape the devastating effects of sin.  “There is none righteous no not one.”

C. ROM. 6:23 - Death pays the same wages to everyone.   The wages of sin is death but God gives us a choice dying in our sin or taking advantage of the gift of eternal life in Christ. 
D. ROM. 6:1-7 – You might be asking yourself, “How do I take advantage of this eternal life offered as a free gift from God.   The answer is very simple we must die to sin.

E. ROM. 8:1-2 – Only when we die to sin can we be free from the condemnation of sin.

F. ECCL. 12:7 - We die so our spirit can return to God who gave it. This is the eternal part of man’s being.   What condition will it be in lost or saved?

III. JUDGMENT – At death our spirit returns to God who gave it to us.

A. ECCL. 12:13-14 – We will be judged by an all knowing God. Nothing is hidden from his sight. We are given instructions to obey God by keeping his commandments and he knows what we have chosen to do.

B. JN. 12:48 – We will be judged by the words spoken by Christ. 

C. JN. 5:26-29 – Jesus has been given authority from God to judge us.

D. ROM. 2:5-11 – Judgment will be without partiality.

E. REV. 20:11-15 – The great white throne and the judgment scene is depicted for us.  Is your name written in the book of life?   In the end that is all that really matters. The size of the house you lived in will not matter, the make and model of car you drove will not matter, the amount of money you made or left for your children will not matter, the number of degrees you obtained in regard to your education will not matter, or you position and status in the community will not matter.   All that will really matter in regard to where you spend eternity is whether or not your name is written in the book of life.
CONCLUSION – 

We will all die one day.

Are you prepared for death?

After death we will all be judged.

Is your name written in the book of Life?
