DO WE NEED GOD?
PSALM 14:1
INTRODUCTION – When we first enter the world we are extremely dependent upon on others. We need parents or others who will provide food for us and clean us up afterwards. Even small children still understand the need of parental care and protection. As we get older we come to believe that we do not need anyone or anything. This process usually starts in adolescence when teenagers think they no longer need their parents. This type of self reliance often continues into adulthood where many think they can take care of themselves and they do not need the help of anyone else. Mankind is not as self sufficient as many would like to believe. We are extremely dependent on many things despite our denials. – I.E. – When the storm hits we realize our needs and dependence on others for items such as water, electricity, gas etc.

READ TEXT – PSA. 14:1 - The Bible and the psalmist are very clear that the person who says they do not need God is a fool.
The purpose of our lesson today is to examine three simple reasons we need God in our lives.

DO WE NEED GOD?

I. YES – HE IS OUR CREATOR – 

A. GEN – 1:1, 27 – In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. 
B. GEN. 5:1-2 - God created mankind both male and female in his won likeness.
C. EX. 20:8-11 – When the Law was given to Moses and the instructions were given to remember the Sabbath and keep it holy they were told why – vs. 11
D. HEB. 11:3 – By faith we understand that God is our creator.

E. PSA. 139:13 – Some may say my father and mother are the givers of life  - the scriptures show not in the ultimate sense. Even in the womb God has a role in giving us life.

F. PSA 100:3 – Do we need God? Yes, he is our maker. God knows us better than we know ourselves just as the manufacturer knows his product better than anyone else - he is the one who can answer our questions. Where did I come from? Why am I here? Where am I going? How should I live? God is our only available and reliable tech support!
II. YES – HE IS OUR REDEEMER – 

A. ROM. 3:9-10, 23 – By our choices we have all made a mess of our lives and become entangled in sin.

B. PSA. 34:22 – God offers himself as our redeemer.

C. PSA. 103:1-5 – As our redeemer he makes it possible for us to start renewed.

D. GAL. 4:4-5 – How did God do this for us? By sending his Son – Jesus.

E. TITUS 2:11-14 – The grace of God that brings salvation to all men appeared in Jesus.

F. 1 PET. 1:17-19 - God offered his Son’s blood to redeem us from our sins.

III. YES – HE IS OUR PROVIDER – 
A. PSA. 66:8-9 – God is the provider of physical life itself.

B. ACTS 14:17 – He provides that which sustains our physical lives. 

C. MATT. 6:25-34 – He has promised to meet my needs!

D. EPH. 6:10-18 – He also provides the spiritual strength we need if we will put on his armor.

CONCLUSION – 

Do we need God? YES!

God is our Creator.

God is our Redeemer.

God is our Provider.
