JESUS – SERVANT - KING
1 TIMOTHY 6:11-16
INTRODUCTION – As Paul instructed Timothy in our text we must look to Jesus as the author and finisher of our faith. Jesus alone is the King of kings and Lord of Lords. As we examine the life of Jesus we will see that he exemplified that he was both a servant and a king.

The purpose of this lesson today is to look at Jesus from two perspectives: first from the perspective of a servant and then from that of a king.

JESUS – SERVANT - KING
I. JESUS CHRIST WAS A SERVANT – A servant is one who is willing to submit to and do the will of another.

A. MATT. 20:25-28 – What did Jesus come to earth to do? His mission can be summed up by the word – service. Jesus came to serve!

B. LUKE 22:24-27 – What did Jesus teach his disciples about greatness? It can only be obtained thru service.  This requires the humility on our part to put others first.
C. JN. 13:12-16 – Look at the example of service Jesus portrayed to his disciples by washing their feet.

D. PHIL. 2:5-8 – When Jesus left heaven he knew it was to be a servant and he humbled himself to the point that he was willing to die on the cross.

E. 1 PET. 2:21 – Jesus left us the perfect example to follow in regard to being a servant.  Are we following in his steps? How do we view being a servant?

F. ACTS 3:26 – Jesus was sent as a servant to bless us.

G. PSA. 23:1 – “The Lord is my shepherd, I shall not want.” Everything we need Jesus the faithful servant has provided for you and me.

II. JESUS – KING OF KINGS
A. MATT. 28:18 – Jesus is King of kings; Lord of Lords and ruler of all rulers.
B. EPH. 1:20-21 – Jesus is seated at the right hand of the throne of God the position of power and authority.  Paul states he is above all principality, power, might, and dominion.  Paul makes it clear that the name of Jesus is above every name.

C. REV. 1:5 The apostle John by inspiration makes it clear to the saints who are being persecuted by the Roman empire that Jesus is ruler over all the kings of the earth.  He alone rules and reigns over the nations of men. Note other remarks by John in Revelation – 11:15; 17:14; 19:15-16
D. DAN. 2:44 – Jesus is king of the kingdom prophesied by Daniel.

E. HEB. 12:28 – As Christians we are citizens of the kingdom that can never be shaken because its king is Jesus.

III. SERVE KING JESUS – What are the benefits?

A. PSA. 89:14 – Our king will always lead us in the way of righteousness, justice, mercy and truth.  Our king will never lead us astray as is the case with many rulers today who do not have the best interest of their people at heart.
B. 2 COR. 8:9 – We serve a King who shares his wealth with his subjects. I.E. – Spiritual sense we receive all the blessings available in Christ. 

C. EPH. 1:7-8, 18, 2:7, 3:8 – Paul is emphasizing to the brethren at Ephesus the riches of grace our king shares with us.

D. ROM. 10:10-13 – We serve a King who offers the same spiritual blessings and benefits to all. I.E. – Congress has a different benefit package than we do.

E. MATT. 18:1-5 – To anyone who is willing to humbly submit to the King and serve him as a little child they can enter the kingdom of God and have access to the blessings of King Jesus.
