JESUS - THE IMPORTANCE OF HIS BLOOD
1 PETER 1:18-19

INTRODUCTION
Today we are continuing our study about Jesus. We want to focus our attention today on the sacrifice of Christ and the importance of the blood he shed for you and me. READ – TEXT - 1 PET. 1:18-19 - knowing that you were not redeemed with corruptible things, like silver or gold, from your aimless conduct received by tradition from your fathers, 19 but with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot.
The purpose of this lesson is for us to come to the realization that it is only by the blood that we can be redeemed. 

JESUS - THE IMPORTANCE OF HIS BLOOD – 

I. WHY IS BLOOD IMPORTANT?
A. LEV. 17:11 – The principle is set forth early in the bible about the importance of blood. Blood is important because life is in the blood. Blood is the vehicle of life. Without blood all flesh dies. I.E. – Soldiers wounded in combat have what the call the golden hour which is critical to their survival. If in this timeframe they cannot stop the blood loss and replenish their blood supply they will die. This principle remains true to this day.

B. ROM. 6:23 – The same is true in our spiritual lives if we do not access the blood of Christ we die spiritually and eternally.

C. GEN. 4:3-5 – Blood has always been a part of God’s plan – Patriarchal age

D. EX. 12:5-7, 13, 23 – The shedding of blood brought deliverance to the children of Israel.

E. HEB. 9:18-22 - The Mosaic covenant was dedicated and sustained by blood.

F. HEB. 10:1-4 – Animal blood could not take away sin, but it did serve as a shadow of the blood of Christ and brought about a consciousness of sin.

G. ISA. 59:1-2 – Our sins separates us from God and the justice of God has always demanded a blood sacrifice.

H. 1 PET. 1:18-19 – Since life is in the blood and animal blood was not sufficient  and since there can be no remission of sins without the shedding of blood the Christ had to shed his blood for our sins to be washed away.

II. THE POWER OF CHRIST’S BLOOD – 
A. MATT. 26:28 – The blood of Christ has the power to remit sin. We can obtain forgiveness of our sins because of the power of the blood.

B. REV. 1:5 – Christ blood has the power to wash us from our sins – I.E. – ACTS 22:16
C. EPH. 1:7; COL. 1:14 – The blood of Christ has the power to redeem and the power to forgive.

D. COL. 1:20 – The blood of Christ has the power to reconcile us to God and allow us to be at peace

E. EPH. 2:13 – The blood of Christ has the power to bring one near to God.

F. HEB. 13:12 – The blood of Jesus has the power to sanctify us.

G. ROM. 5:9 – The blood of Christ has the power to justify us.

H. HEB. 9:14 – The blood of Christ cleanses our conscience.

I. 1 JN. 1:7 – For the child of God the blood of Christ also has the power to cleanse us from our sins if we are faithful to confess our sins he is faithful to forgive.

II. WHY DID CHRIST DIE?
A. 1 JN. 2:1-2 – In order for God to be just a price had to be paid for our sins. So Christ is the atonement the sacrifice for our sins.

B. 1 COR. 6:19-20 – We were bought with a price and Christ is the one who paid the price for us.

C. MATT. 20:28 – Christ died to give his life as a ransom for many.

D. 1 COR. 15:3-4 – Christ died because of sinners like you and me. He died for our sins!

E. 1 PET. 2:21-24 – Christ died for us so we would not have to suffer and he willingly bore our sins on the cross.

F. HEB. 9:28 – Christ died to bear the sins of many and to provide salvation.

G. 2 COR. 5:21 – Christ died to be sin on our behalf that we might be made righteous by his blood.

H. ROM. 5:8-10 – Christ died so we could be reconciled to God. We can now be at peace with God as a result of the blood Jesus shed on our behalf.

I. ACTS 20:28 – What did the shedding of the blood of Christ accomplish? The old covenant was ushered out, the new covenant was ushered in, the church was purchased, atonement for sin was offered, and a remedy for sin was made available to all mankind.
