JESUS - QUESTIONS HE ASKED
MATTHEW 22:41-42 – Text
INTRODUCTION – In the text for our lesson Jesus asks a very important and pointed question.  The question asked by Jesus is what do you think of Christ?  Whose son is he? Hopefully we understand that Christ is the Son of God even though he descended from the bloodline of David.  
What we want to endeavor to do in our study today is notice some of the questions recorded in the bible that are asked by Jesus.

QUESTIONS ASKED BY JESUS:
1. HAVE YOU NOT READ?
A. MATT. 12:1-8 – Jesus expected them to understand that he was Lord of the Sabbath by reading the scriptures.  He asks them have they not read about David and the priests?

B. MATT. 19:3-9 – God expects us to read the scriptures and understand his plan for marriage.
C. MATT. 22:23-32 – God expects the reading of the scripture to settle the issue.

D. 1 TIM. 4:13-16 – Note the exhortation of Paul to Timothy.  Give yourself to reading

2. WHERE IS YOUR FAITH?
A. LUKE 8:22-25 – When we fret when we are afraid when we are worried where is our faith.

B. MATT. 6:27-34 – Jesus is instructing us to put our faith and trust in God.
C. MATT. 14:24-31 – Peter was doing fine as long as his focus was on Jesus but when he began to look at the winds and waves he began to sink.  

D. 1 PET. 1:6-9 - Our faith is best proven when under trial.  Our faith is meant to see us thru anything life can throw at us.
3. ARE YOU STILL WITHOUT UNDERSTANDING?
A. MATT. 15:10-20 – God expects understanding

B. MATT. 13:47-51 – Understanding must effect our actions.  Judgment day is coming – How am I walking?

C. MARK 8:14-21 – Jesus asks how is it that you do not understand.  They were missing the boat on the point Jesus was trying to make

D. HEB. 5:12-14 - When enough time has past God expects to understand to the point that we ought to be able to teach others.  It is so regrettable that so many are without understanding
4. HAVE I BEEN WITH YOU SO LONG, AND YOU STILL DO NOT KNOW ME?
A. JN. 14:7-11 -  Do you know Jesus?  You might reply yes I am a Christian, but do you know him.  We need to understand that being religious is not enough?  I may know someone just by seeing them- we say I know their face but do I really know them
B. PHIL. 3:9-11 – Knowing him is so important.  We should know him better each and every day.

5. WHO DO MEN SAY THAT I THE SON OF MAN AM?
A. MATT. 16:13-20 – Peter had the right answer!!!
B. ROM. 10:9-10 – We must come to the same conclusion that Peter did because our soul’s salvation is involved.

C. ACTS 8:36-38 – Notice the confession of the Ethiopian Eunuch.

6. WHY DO YOU CALL ME, “LORD, LORD,” AND NOT DO WHAT I TELL YOU?
A. LUKE 6:46 – If Jesus is our Lord our master then we must obey him.

B. HEB. 5:9 – Obedience is essential to salvation.

C. MATT. 5:43-48 – If we are not doing more than others we are just giving lip service to Christ.  Lip service is worthless it is vain.

D. MATT. 22:36-37 – The greatest commandment cannot be fulfilled with our mouth but it must be fulfilled with our heart, soul and mind – live a life of purpose.
