ATTITUDE TOWARD OBEDIENCE

DEUTERONOMY 13:4

INTORDUCTION – Do we think obedience is an important subject? We surely do when it comes to children obeying their parents. We desire for our children to obey their teachers at school. We think it is important when it comes to obeying or following the rules of a sport in which we participate. So generally speaking we consider obedience something that is necessary in our physical lives, but what about spiritual matters.

The purpose of our lesson is to examine our attitude toward obedience in the spiritual realm.

ATTITUDE TOWARD OBEDIENCE – 

I. IS IT IMPORTANT TO OBEY? Let’s look at the scriptures

A. EX. 5:2 – Attitude displayed by Pharaoh – “who is the Lord that I should obey his voice?” The nobody can make me do anything type of attitude (rebellion)

B. JOSH. 5:6 – We have an example given to us of what happens when we decide to not obey the voice of the Lord – Is obedience important? YES!!!

C. 1 SAM. 15:19-22 – Example of Saul

D. JOB 36:11-12 – Whether we obey or disobey is our choice.

E. JER. 11:6-8 – When we fail to obey we are following the dictates of our own evil heart.

F. ACTS 5:29 – We need to have the attitude of the apostles to obey God and not man.
II. CONSEQUENCES OF DISOBEDIENCE – When you choose to live a life of rebellion
A. HEB. 3:18 – We will not enter his rest.

B. 2 THESS. 1:8 – God will take vengeance on those who do not obey the gospel.

C. ROM. 6:16 – The choice of disobedience is sin and sin leads to death.

D. ROM. 2:8 – To those who do not obey the truth they will receive the indignation and wrath of almighty God.

E. 1 PET. 4:17-19 – What will be the end of those who do not obey the gospel? It will not be a pretty picture!

III. DOES OBEDIENCE HAVE ANYTHING TO DO WITH SALVATION?
A. HEB. 5:8-9 – Jesus is the author of eternal salvation to all those who obey him.

B. 1 PET. 1:22-23 – Our souls are purified when we obey the truth!

C. MATT. 7:21 – Who will enter the kingdom of heaven? The one who does the will of the Father in heaven.

D. MARK 3:31-35 – We are part of the Lord’s spiritual family when we do the will of the Father
E. GEN. 6:22 – How was Noah saved by grace? When he was obedient to God and placed his trust in him completely.
