ATTITUDE TOWARD TRUST
SONG – TRUST AND OBEY
INTRODUCTION – If you have a piece of currency issued from the United States treasury on each piece of currency is the statement “In God we trust”. The question is does everyone who has possession of this currency really place their trust in God? We know the answer to that question is unequivocally, no!!

Trust as used in the bible means – to have confidence in – Do we really have the right attitude when it comes to the confidence we place in God or we like the people with the money in their pocket who really have no confidence in God at all. The purpose of this lesson is for us to consider the attitude we should have toward truly trusting God.

ATTITUDE TOWARD TRUST – What problems confront us in regard to trusting God?

I. DO WE MISPLACE OUR TRUST? – We must be careful where we place out trust. The Bible is full of warnings about things we should not trust.
A. PSA. 118:8-9 – Why is it better to trust God than man?

B. DEUT. 28:52 – They trusted in their gates and high walls and so they disobeyed God and received the curses of disobedience.
C. JOB 15:31 – Have you ever been guilty of trusting in futile things. 

D. ISA. 31:1 – Many trust in military might, but military might cannot save a people who become ungodly and morally bankrupt. 

E. JER. 7:8-11 – Our society is quickly becoming one which trust in lying words.

F. PSA. 49:6-8 – Many choose to trust in their wealth.
G. 2 COR. 1:9 – Many choose to trust themselves. Paul did not!

II. WHO SHOULD WE TRUST AND WHY? God – look at what the scriptures declare to us.

A. 2 SAM. 22:1-3 – David trusted God – vs. 31
B. PSA. 7:1 – Trust the Lord because he saves and delivers.

C. PSA. 18:30 – Trust the Lord because he is a shield (protection) to those who trust him.

D. PSA. 34:22 – We trust the Lord to escape condemnation.

E. PSA. 119:42 – To trust the Lord is equivalent to trusting his word.

F. PROV. 3:5 – Trust in the Lord - not in yourself.

G. 1 TIM. 4:10 – Why trust in the Lord because he is the savior of all men but especially to those who believe and trust him.

III. HOW DO WE MANIFEST TRUST? By our obedience

A. GEN. 6:22 – Look at the example of Noah. He did everything the Lord commanded him to do because he trusted God. He displayed his confidence in God by working on the ark.
B. GEN. 22:8 – Abraham – Displayed his trust in God was great enough to sacrifice his own son – Isaac – Note the description of the degree of this trust  - HEB. 11:17-19
C. JOSH. 6:1-5, 16 – Joshua trusted God in regard to his instructions about taking the city of Jericho.

D. 2 KINGS 18:1-6 – How did Hezekiah display his trust in God? He did not depart from following the Lord and his commandments!

E. HEB. 5:9 – How do we display we trust God today? The very same way by obeying him.
