ATTITUDE TOWARD JESUS

MATTHEW 27:19-24 –TEXT

INTRODUCTION – What is our attitude going to be toward Jesus during this year? MATT. 27:19-24 - While he was sitting on the judgment seat, his wife sent to him, saying, "Have nothing to do with that just Man, for I have suffered many things today in a dream because of Him." 20 But the chief priests and elders persuaded the multitudes that they should ask for Barabbas and destroy Jesus. 21 The governor answered and said to them, "Which of the two do you want me to release to you?" They said, "Barabbas!" 22 Pilate said to them, "What then shall I do with Jesus who is called Christ?" They all said to him, "Let Him be crucified!" 23 Then the governor said, "Why, what evil has He done?" But they cried out all the more, saying, "Let Him be crucified!" 24 When Pilate saw that he could not prevail at all, but rather that a tumult was rising, he took water and washed his hands before the multitude, saying, "I am innocent of the blood of this just Person. You see to it." 

Pilate asks a question for all ages - What shall I do with Jesus?  Our answer is largely determined by our attitude toward Jesus.  We must individually answer the question what shall I do with Jesus and determine the type of attitude we will have toward the Son of God.

ATTITUDE

The longer I live, the more I realize the impact of attitude on life.
It is more important that the past, than education, than money, than circumstances, than failures, than successes, than what other people think or say or do. It is more important than appearance, giftedness or skill.

b. MATT. 23:11-12 – Formula for greatness.

c. LUKE 12:37-40 – Attitude of readiness.

d. LUKE 17:7-10 – Duty to serve.  We should consider it a privilege and an honor.

e. JN. 15:20 – What is our attitude toward persecution as a result of our service?

f. 1 COR. 9:19-23 – Example of the apostle Paul.

g. PHIL. 2:5-8 – The great example of the Savior.

3. HEARING – Are we willing to hear what Jesus says with the proper attitude?

a. MATT. 17:1-5 – God instructs us to hear his Son – Jesus.

b. HEB. 1:1-2 – The inspired Hebrew writer states that God speaks to us today thru his Son.

c. HEB. 2:1-3 – Do not neglect the great salvation available to us.

d. MATT. 28:18-20 – Hear Jesus because he has all authority.

e. JN. 2:1-5 – His own mother recognized the importance of hearing him.
