Learned from his mother? (Exodus 2:9)
He knew who his “brethren” were and chose to take a stand with them; “refusing” to be “called the son of Pharaoh’s daughter.” (Exodus 2:11; Hebrews 11:24)
· All our choices must align with who we are! (Luke 9:23)
The answer to “who are you?” must change as a child of God. (Philippians 3:1-6 vs. 7-16)
We must see ourselves as a new creation in Jesus Christ! (Romans 6:3-16; 2 Corinthians 5:17)
3 - Who We Are Is Not Who We Used To Be
We became a “new creature” in Christ. 
(2 Corinthians 5:17)
“Not looking back” to the former self. (Luke 9:62; Philippians 3:12-14)
Remembering our “first love”. (Revelation 2:4-5)
Who we are is not who we will be! 
(2 Peter 3:16-17)
4 - Peter Addressed Remembering Who We Are
We are 
· Sojourners & exiles or pilgrims. 
(1:1, 17; Hebrews 11:13-16, 26; 1 Peter 2:11-12)
· Called upon to be difference makers… (Matthew 5:13-16) In all situations. (Philippians 2:12-16)
· A Holy nation (2:9)… Our citizenship is in heaven! 
(Philippians 2:20)
· Our loyalty and allegiance to our head. (Col. 1:18; 2:19; Acts 5:29)
5 – Peter Addressed Remembering Who We Are
We are 
· Those purchased by the blood of Christ. 
(1:18-19; cf., vs. 14-17; 2 Peter 3:11-14; 2 Corinthians 7:1)
· We are not our own! (1 Corinthians 6:19-20)
· “A people for God’s own possession (peculiar? KJV)” (2:9; Exodus 19:5; Deut. 4:20, 24; 7:6ff)
· We are here to serve! (Luke 1:38; Titus 2:14; Malachi 3:17-18)
· We are to live for He who died for us! (2 Corinthians 5:14-15)
6 - Peter Addressed Remembering Who We Are
We are 
· We are children who need continual nourishment & growth. (2:1-3; 1 Timothy 4:6)
· Remembering to lead to “increasing” spiritual qualities. (2 Peter 1:5-8)
· A chosen race. (2:9) Adopted in God’s family. 
· Led by the Spirit of God. (Romans 8:14-17)
· Accepting of our Father’s discipline. (Hebrews 12:4-13)
7 – Peter Addressed Remembering Who We Are
We are 
· A “holy priesthood” this is to offer spiritual sacrifices. (2:5) A “royal priesthood”. (2:9)
· Set apart for service and sacrifice. (Romans 12:1-2; 2 Cor. 12:15; Galatians 2:20)
8 - Remembering Who You Are
You are 
· Christians who wear His name …
· With a resolute heart that remains faithful to Him (Acts 11:20-27)
· Willing to patiently endure all suffering. 
(1 Peter 4:16)
· Are you a Christian?
· Have you been faithful to Him?
