3 - To Stand With The People Of God
Hebrews 11:24-26
Moses’ upbringing (Exodus 2:1-10) and privileges. (Acts 7:22)
Moses understood God, His reward, and what sin is and chose accordingly. (Acts 7:23; Hebrews 11:24-25)
With whom will we stand? (Romans 11:20; Acts 2:14; 9:26)
Defined by sacrifice! (1 John 3:16)
Defined by what fight for! (1 Timothy 6:12; Ephesians 5:7ff)
4 - To Flee and Pursue
Hebrews 11:27
Moses’ left Egypt “by faith” to pursue the unseen reward 
(2 Corinthians 4:16-18; 5:6-7; Romans 8:22-25) 
Moses waited for God by faith. (Psalms 39:7; 27:13-14; Micah 7:7; 
Hebrews 6:15; Philippians 3:20)
5 - To Believe In God’s Salvation
Hebrews 11:28
Moses kept the Passover (Exodus 12:5-7, 21-23; Romans 8:22-25) 
Be ready and remain inside! (Exodus 12:11, 22; cf., Matt. 25:10)
Not just a rite but a teaching opportunity. (Exodus 12:26-27)
Moses believed in God’s judgment AND salvation. 
(Exodus 12:12-13; 2 Thessalonians 1:9; Matthew 7:13)


6 - To Walk By Faith
Hebrews 11:29; 14:13ff
· “Do not fear…” (2 Chronicles 32:7; 1 Peter 3:14-15)
· “Stand… and see the salvation of the Lord which He will accomplish…” 
· “Keep silent…” (James 1:19; Isaiah 30:15)
· “Go forward…” (Philippians 3:13-14)
· How does faith come? How does faith grow?
